N HOIST SHAFT

Harley Montgomery,
Aged 18, Fatally Injur-
ed Working at Alex-
andra Palace.

Harley Montgomery, 18 years, an
electrician’s helper for Bennett &
Wright, fell to his death from the
seventh storey of the Alexandra apart-
ment, University-avenue, at noon yes-
terday.

Montgomery had gone up on a
freight hoist at the rear of the build-
ing, and is believed to have stepped
out at the seventh floor and attempted
to stop the elevator by grasping the
cable beneath it and that either he
reversed_it or it being self reversible
came back upon him and hurled him

down the shaft, a distance of some 80
feet.

Montgomery’s left hand was terrib-
ly burned as if in an endeavor to
grasp the slipping ¢able.. One foot
He was terrib-
ly' bruised, and the skull may be frac-
tured at the base.

The body was discovered at the
foot of the shaft by the engineer of
the building, who heard it fall and
had barely time to drag it out to
prevent it from being ecrushed be-
neath the heavy hoist, which was
rapidly descending upon the insen-
sible lad.

Dr. W. A. Young was hastily sum-

moned and rode with the lad in the
ambulance’ to Grace Hospital, where
he was hurried to the operating
table. There. he went into a con-
vulsion and after an operation sank
rapidly from shock, dying a little
over an hour after his admission.
" Coroner Young was appointed to in-
vestigate the case and ordered the
fatalshoist to be locked up until view-
