Ottawa, May 10.—(Special,)—In the House
to-day Sir Richard Cartwright moved a re-
solution to confirm the supplemental coi-
tract entered into between the Government
and Messrs. Petersen, Tate & Co., rogard-
ing the fast Atlantic service. He explain-
ed that in the original contract it was pro-
vided if delays occurred owing to a strike
the contract might be extended. The eu-
gineers' strike had made it lmpossible to
construct the vessels In time. Several sec-
tions in the contract hiid been changed.
Y'he sailing day Irom  Mritain Wouia De
Wednesday, and from Canada on Saturday.
The vessels would be longer and better than
those originally contracted for. The fine
had to bLe in operation by May 1, 1900. He
understood a good company had been form-
ed under the presidency of Lord Tweed-
mouth, The British Government had ap-.
proved of the changes in the contract.

The Contract With the Allans.

Sir Charles Tupper reminded the Govern-
ment that they had not acted in- the in-
terests of Canada by rejecting the advice
he gave them in' 1896, whenshe urged them,

year it was paraded before the House and
the country that a large saving would be
effected by this contract with Peterson,
Tate & Co., as compared with the one with
the Allans. But despite all that had been
said then the effort of the contractors to
obtain capital had signally failed. It was
statéd that Mr. Petersen had put up a for-
feit, which his company would lose If they
falled to carry out the contract. They had
failed, but where was thé money to-day?
He (Sir Charles) had said a year ago that
not a pound would be exacted from the
contractors if they failled, and events had
proved that he was right,. The Allan ser-
vice would have been in operation to-day
had the contract with that irm been enter-
ed into. He’' was prepared to support this
project, becauge it was the best under the
circumstances ‘that could be done, but he
could not disguise from himself that a mis-
take had been made. One of the reasons
why he had no contidenée in-the contract
presented to the House a year ago, and
now, was because the member of the Gov-
ernment chosen to carry it out was a gen-
tleman (Mr. Dobell) who at a public meet-
ing in Quebec had repudiated the whole
project, [Hear, hear.] Sir Charles Tupper
objected to the clause in the contract per-

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said if it was not
down he would see that it was brought
down. Continuing, he said that Mr. Peter-
sen had .been as successful in making his
arrangements as might be fairly expected
of him. In this matter the Government
were not altogether free agents, but had to
act in conjunction with the home Govern-
ment.

Mr. Dobell said that Messrs. Petersen,
Tate & Co. had to undergo great difficulties
in making their arrangements. The were a
practical, honorable and responsible set of
men and he had every reason to belleve
that they were on the road to sucvess.

Sir Richard Cartwright said the subven-
tion was given by the Imperial Govern-
ment on the understanding that the vessels
would be used as cruisers, and for this pur-
pose they had to be built according to
plans approved by the Admiralty.

West Prince was over, the writ for Bagot
had not yet been issued. Seemingly the
