Mr. Borden Queried the Premier,

Who Replied That the Joint High

Commission Would Likely Deal With It—If Not a Com-
promise, Then Arbitration,

Ottawa, Mdy ‘23.--‘(81)901111.)—When the
fast business of the session had been put
thra to-day in the Commons Mr. Borden
grose and asked for a statement relating
to the position regarding the Alaskan
poundary. The present was unsatisfac-
tory, he said, because the United States,
which occuples terr!tnry‘that belongs to
Canada, was unwilling to submit the ques-
tion to arbitration, as Great Britain had
done regarding the Venezuelan boundary.
The longer the United States lIs allowed
to hold the territory the more difficult it
will be to obtain a satisfactory settlement,
Sir Wifrida Laurler replied: it 1s our
erpectation that the High Commission will
resume Its sitting at an early date. We
must do something to bring this commis-
glon to an issne of some kind. If we can-
not agree with friends on the other side
of the line with, regard to the question
that has been referred to (the Alaskan
boundary) we must know it and see what
action we shall adopt otherwise, and !
have reason tn- believe that the commission
will resume its sittings at an early day.
One of the questions to be taken up (the
most important perhaps) is the question of
the Alaskan boundary.

It is of the great-
est moment, not only for Canada, but for
the United States and Great Britain as
well, that the question should be definitely
settled as to what the boundary is De-
tween Alaska and Canada, and the House
is aware that we have not been able 10
come to any understanding on that, and
that there is only one thing that can be
done under such circumstances between
two such civilized nations as Great Bril-
tain and the United States, and especially
between two such nations, related as they
are to each other by so many dties, not
only of Interest, but of blood. It is of the
greatest moment that this question should
be 'settled promptly. I am sorry lo sSay
that the contentions of the United States
and our contentions are so far apart that
it may not be possible that each party
may succeed in upholding its owa pre-
tensions. If we cannot succeed in that
way we must succeed in some other.
There are two other ways which are al-
ways open to honorable natiops, such as
Great Britain and the United States and
Canada, and if we cannot succeed in the
first way by a fair compromise, then-we
must succeed. in the othier way by arbi-
tration. If we cannot settle the question
between ourselves we must hope that our
friends, the American nation, will agree
to call in a third party, who will give us
the best judgment he can undep the cir-

CLERGUES EXPLORING FOR IRON.

Development of Current River
Water Power—Other Notes

' From Port Arthur,

Port Arthur, May 28.—(Special.)—Mr. E.
S. Jenison, the proprietor of the big wat-
er power canal between Porth Arthur and
Kakabeka, has .notified his solicitor, Mr.
McBrady, te proceed with executing a con-
tract for clearing the right of way along
the route of the canal. Mr. Jenison and
his partners are expected here at the end
of the month, and it is noped by that
that. the canal will go ahead now.

Mr. E. V. Clergue of the consolidated
Clergue companies at Sault Ste Marie, ar-
rived to-day by the Alberta, with a large
gang of explorers. The Clergues propose
exploring the Thunder Bay district for
iron and other minerals.

Mr. William Kennedy, C.E., of Montreal,
also arrived by the Alberta, to report on
the development of the Current River wat-
er power for the town of Port Arthur. It
is expected that about one thousand horse-
power can be developed, which will be
ctilized for the railway and lighting sys-
tem' of the town.

Mr. Joseph G. King; the proprietor of
King’'s elevator, has just returned from
Duluth.’ Mr. King was there for a week
examining all the American elevators,
structures at the head of the lake, with a
view to deciding as to which style of con-
struction would be the best for the C.P.R.
elevator at this point. It is likely that
it will' be built of steal.

Mr. J. G. Ashforth has been appointed
general manager of the Dominion Fisu
Company at this point.

HAVELOCK SMALLPOX CASES.

Havelock, Ont., May 23.—The smallpox
cutbreak here is apparently over, the local
Board of Health, under the direction of
Dr. Bryce of Toronto, having taken every
precaution to stamp out the disease.

Great Question of Revision at Last
Before the United States
- General Assembly,

TWO REPORTS WERE PRESENTED

Those Who Favor a Dismissal of
the Whole Question Appear
to Be Strong.

Philadelphia, May 23.—With eloquence
born of the solemn importance of the
question, commissioners to the Fresbyter-
ian General Assembly to-day began the
debate on the revision of the contfession
of faith.

The great question came before the as-
sembly with the reading of the report of
the Committee on Revision by Rev. Dr.
Charles A. Dickey, chairman. 'This was
followed by the minority report, read by
Rev. Dr. William McKibben of Cincinnati.

A rule of the assembly gives chairmen
the right to speak on their reports after
they have been received, but before Mr.
Dlékey could secure recognition Rev. Dr.
Samuel J. Nicolls moved the adoption of
the first recommendation in both reports.

Rev. Dr. James D. Moffatt made a sub-
stitute motion to adopt the majority re-
port, and an amendment was offered sub-
stituting the minority.

Rev. Dr. George D. Baker presented -as
another amendment a resolution to the ef-
fect that as the vote of the Presbyteries
indicated a lack of unanimity the entire
subject be dismissed.

Dr. Dickey secured the floor on this
amendment and made a stirring address,
supporting the old confession. Rev. Dr.
Herrick Johnson and Rey. Dr. Samuel J.
Nicolls aroused the unbounded enthusiasm
of the audience by their brilliant presen-
tations of the revision faction's reasons
for desiring a change,

Rev. Dr. George T. Purves spoke against
revision, as did Rev. Dr. George D. Baker.
Dr. McKibben favored a modified change.

{ There are 250 commissioners committed to
| dismissal, but they have expressed them-

selves as open to conviction.

The controversy regarding rev'sion has
led to the formation of three groups
among the 640 commissioners to the Gen-
eral Assembly. First, there is the con-
servative group, composed of those oppos-
ed' to any change whatever in the doctrinal
standards of the church. Then there is
the party desirous of setting aside the

| confession of faith as mnot truthfully ex-

pressing the belief of the church, Be-
tween these stand the centrists, who fiivor
mainta‘ning the old confession, with a few
modifications, and who desire the adoption
of a clear ‘‘declarative’ statement, setting
forth the most important doctrines, and
laying speclal emphasis upon the love of
God for mankind and on the work of the
Holy Splrit.
The Answers Received.

In answer to the guestions submitted to
the Presbyteries, 50 asked the Assembly
to dismiss the whole subject, one was un-
dec'ded, four said they desired neither a
revision nor a supplemental statement,
nor the dismissal of the whole subject,
and, of the 233 Presbyteries, 15 in the
United States and 16 in foreign lands faill-
ed to respond. Of the remaining Presby-
teries, nearly two-thirds of the whole num-
per asked for some change in the creedal
statement, 47 desired a revision of the
econfession, 11 an explanatory statement,
1 revis'on and an explanatory statement,
52 a supplemental statement, 15 revision
and a supplemental statement, 1 an ex-
planatory statement and a supplemental
statement, 14 a substitute creed, 1 an al-
ternative creed, and 6 some change not
specified.

When the devotional exercises began the
galleries were filled: to overflowing. The
debate on revision was delayed by the
report of the Committee on Bills and Over-
tures and other matters of some Impor-
tance to the Assembly. Dr. Roberts, stat-
ed clerk, announced that there was still
two days’' business to be disposed of after

THE MANITOBA RAILWAY BATTLE
" HAS BEEN RESUMED IN NEW FORM

Winnipeg, May 23.—(Special.)~The legis.
lative fight over the Roblin railway deal
is to be followed by a legal fight, and the
gauntlet was thrown down to-day in the
Court of King's Bench by the entering of
an action against the Manitoba Govern
ment, the Canadian Northern Railway and
the Northern Pacific Railway, the object
of which is to get the court to declare the
contracts vold, .and te prohibit the Gov
ernment of Manitoba from carrying out
the transfer of the Northern Pacific lines
and restraining Premier Roblin and the
Minister of Public Works from taking over
or receiving the Northern Pacific’s lines.
The plaintiffs submit that the Province of
Manitoba has no power to legislate re-
specting the said raillway and plant, and
the agreement of Jan. 15, 1901, cannot be
acted upon, and for the following among
other reasons:

A. The railway line of the Northern Fa-
cific in Manitoba connects the province
with a foreigm country.

B. The said railway line has been dec
ed by the Parliament of Canada to be for
the general advantage of Canada.

C. The defendants, the Hon. R. P.Roblin
and the Hon. Robert Rogers, have not,
nor has either of them, nor has the Execu-
tive of the Province, been granted power
by the Parliament of Canada to take over,
operate control or manage the said rail-
way lines or plant.

D. The Parliament of Canada cannot
authorize the Executive of the .province to
take over or operate the railway or give
the local Legislature power to legislate
respecting the same.

Legislation Void.

E. The contract of Feb, 11 is beyond the
powers of the Legislature of this province,
and any provincial ‘leglslatlnn relating

4, The FExecutive of Manitoba has not
and never had, nor have the defendants,
the Hon. R. P. Roblin and Robert:Rogers,
or either of them, any power or authority
to transfer, convey or hand over the said
railway line and plant to the Canadian
Northern Railway Company.

5. The Parliament of Canada cannet give
the Legislature or the Executive of this
province any power to enter into the said
contract.

Plaintifi’s Demandy.

The plaintiffs tclaim: 1. A declaration
from this honorable court that the con-
ttracts of aJn. 15 and Feb. 11, 1801, are
void and of no force and effect.

2. That the defendants, other than the
Attorney-General of this province, may
be restrained from carrying out the trans-
fer of the said railway lines, 'rallway
plant and telegraph lines.

3. The defendants, the Hon. R. P. Rob-
lin and the Hon. Robert Rogers, may be
restrained from taking over or receiving
the said railway lines, railway plant and
telegraph lines.

The plaintiffs propose that this action
be tried at the city of Winnipeg.

Attorney-General Out of Town.

The case was entered by Mr. A. N. Me-
Pherson of Winnipeg, the plaintiffs’ solict
tor. The plaintiffs state that they ap
plied at the office of the Attorney-General
for leave to file the case in the name of
the Attorney-General; but found that he is
absent from the province, and there is no
one to represent him here, and that he will
not return for a considerable time, but
even if he were Qere th plaintiffs believe

the application would be refused. A

THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A MINT
A MISTAKE, SAYS MR. CLOUSTON

Always a Blunder to Tinker With

Montreal, May 23.—(Special.)-~The gen-
eral manager of the Bank of Montreal 18
against the mint from start to finish.

“] am more than ever convinced,” sald
Mr. Clouston, “that the establishment of
this mint will be a grave mistake. In the
first ‘place, our present system has worked
admirably, and it is always a blunder to
tinker with what already has been well
done. Then, the alleged benefits that 'a
mint will confer are concelved In' error.
It is pretended that trade will follow the
gold, as it is supposed to follow the flag,
but as the banks even now are prepared to
pdy the miner as much for his bulllon as
he can realize for it by shipping the metal
t6 an American mint, or by converting it
foto coin in this country, it is difficult to
gsee how a mint will even benefit general
trade. If bankers could conceive that such
a result would follow, they would naturally
be the first to support it.”

What Has Been Well Cone, Says

Manager of Bank of Montreal—Better Spend Money
in Getting Improved Steamers.

“Is it not a fact, Mr. Clouston, that most
of the gold now goes to Seattle, and that
that city has been largely built up because
of the trade that has been brought to It
by the miners, and do you think that if a
mint were established, say, at Vancouver,
that that city would benefit In a cor-
responding measure?’”

“I think it would make little, If any,
difference. If the Government were to
subsidize a llne of steamers from our
western port, Instead of spending the
money on a mint, the results would be
more beneficial, in my opinion. After suf-
fering months of privations, it is naturai
that the miners will choose the bhoats that
offer them the most convenlences and
luxuries, and these are all American. Then,
you must remember that a large propor-
tion of the miners are of United States
nationality, and would Inevitably return
to an American port.”

BRITISH BUDGET. DEBATE OVER.

Finance Bill Passed the Second
Reading With a Government
Majority of 104.

London, May 23.—The debate In the
House of Commons on the  Budget came
virtually to a close to-night with speeches
by John Morley und Austen Chamberlain.
The former denounced the-war policy ot
the Government In the severest terms,
characterizing it as ‘“‘a stupendous folly
for which retribution will follow in a

thousand shapes.”

Austen Chamberlain defended the Gov-
ernment and expressed confidence that
the people would support the Government
in -raising the money required by the war.

The finance bill was then passed to a
second reading by a vote of 236 to 132.

Iroquois, Ont., May 23.—The steel steam-

ers Monks’ Haven and Paliki, from Glas-
gow for Sault Ste. Marie, %ith the steam
barge Bothnia and her consort the Alaska,
were ‘locked thru here this morning at one
focking. This Is the first time the full
length of the lock, 800 feet, has been
ased. The filling took just ten minutes.
