Hamilton, Sept. 24. — The trades and
‘labor congress this morning indorsed
the action of the United States steel
. workers striking in support of the prin-
ciple of collective hargaining. A resolu-
dion to this effecc waas introduced by
Herbert Lewis, I'orvonto, and businezs
Was suspended to permit the taking of
& vote. A telegram will be sent to
ithe executive of the steel workers ap-
‘proving their action. A resolution which
had for its object the securing of bet-
iter working conditions for hotel and
'restaurant employees was adopted.

Government control ol the cigar In-
,dustry in Canada was advocated in a
iresolution by London cigarmakers, who
[desired that it ‘should conduct the
{Bame for the benefit of the cigar-
dnakers and the public.”

The committee on resolutions recom-
mended that the resolution be laid on
the table indefinitely. The recommen-
‘dation was supported by the congress.

Favoring direct Canadian represen-
tation on the executives of all interna-
‘tional unions, and that the American
{¥ederation of Labor he petitioned to
‘secure this, a resolution was adopted
by Montreal Typographical Union. Some
disagreement was evident with a
number of the clauses, although the
main purpose of the motion met with
approval. It was referred to the com-
'mittee for a substitute.

Fraternal Delegate Sam Griggs of the
American Federation of Labor, ad-
dressing the congress, referred to the
unrest prevalling all over America at
the present time.

‘“We have unrest in the country, and
we have the criminal profiteer,”” he
said. *“The Government of the United
States is oconducting an extensive in-
vestigation into the cost of living, but
I don’'t think much of those investiga-
tione. Unless the profiteers are placed
in the jails, where .they belong, we will
not get much relief.”

Mr. Griggs declared that the trades
union movement was the best for the
workers all over the world to follow if
they sought to improve working condi-
tions. The unrest was universal, he
maintained, and if it was to be allayed,
some relief must come soon.
‘“We have attempted to meet the
situation,” he said. “We have secured
increased wages and attempted to meet
the situation that way. That has onI:."r
aggravated the situation, causing |
strikes, dissatisfaction, and oessat!nn,
of work on all sides. It has been found|
that this is no remedyv. Immediately
wages are increased, and Mr. Profiteer
steps in and increases the cost of his
goods."”

Mr. Griggs then read sections of the
reconstruction program of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor.

An interruption came from one of the
delegates, who characterized this por-
tion of his speech as ‘‘rehash,” but h®
was promptly rebuked by President
Moore.

GREAT BRITAIN
AGAIN FACING
- RAILWAY STRIKE

Executive Body of Organiza-
tion Sends Ultimatum to
Government.

REPLY BY THURSDAY

Unless Favorable Answer a
Walkout Will Be Called
Tomorrow.

London, Sept. 24.—A railway
strike ‘in ‘Great Britain over the
question of wages appeared as
a possibility through to-day’s
developments in the negotia-
tions hetween representatives
of the men and the Government.,
The executive body of the rail.
road men this morning sent an
ultimatum to the Government
rejecting the standardization
offer made by the latter, and in-
timating that unless a favorable
reply was received by noon on
Thursday, the men would be or-
dered to cease work.

The ultimatum was the sub-
ject of a conference this morn-
g between Sir Erie Geddes,
the new minister of transporta-
tion, and Premier Lloyd George.
The belief was expressed shortly
after noon that the Government
would issue a reply to the ulti-
matum, which was delivered by,
J. S. Thomas, general secretary
of the National Union of Rail-
waymen, before the day was
over,

This expectation was realized early
in the afternoon when Minister Geddes
replied to the ultimatum. declaring
that the action of the men’s executive
was unjustifiable, and that in order
to meet their demands freight rates
would have to be advanced probaply
50 per cent. He declared that the in-
creased pay demanded would mean an
additional permanent expenditure by
the railway companies amounting to
£45,000,000 annually, as compared with
the pre-war expenditure.

The action of the railway executive
came somewhat unexpectedly, despite
the gloomy forecast of an approach-
ing crisis given by Secretary Thomas
in the house of Commongs yesterday, as
inquiry among leaders of the railway-
men’s union during the morning reveal.
ed a feeling that his opinion did not ac-
cord with the general view of the men.

FIUMAN NAVY FORMED

BY D’ANNUNZIO-FROM:

SHIPS THAT DESERTED

Four Italian War Vessels Are
Named As Units.

Pola, Monday. Sept. 22.—Four Italian
warships, the battleship Dante Ali-
ghieri and the destroyers Mirabello,
Nulla and Abba, are named as units
of the “Fiuman navy,” In a proclama-
tion written by Capt. Gabriele d’Annun-
zlo and distributed in this city,

The proclamation praises the men of
these ships for ‘‘their loyalty to the
Fiuman cause,” and extols them for
their “valorous acts.” It is stated here
it was because of the desertions of
these four vessels from the regular
Italian navy that allied commanders
were forced to withdraw from the
harbor of Fiume, which was considered
unsafe while the Dante Alighieri was
anchored there, and was loyal to the
d'Annunzio cause.

Dispatches from Fiume soon after
Capt. d’Annunzio’s coup stated that the
Dante Alighieri was unable to leave
that port because her machinery had
been damaged by the crew, but more
recently it has been reported she had
departed, having on board Admiral
Cassioniva, who was placed under vir.
tual arrest in Fiume when he landed
and attempted to interfere with Capt.
d’Annunzio’s control of the town. There
is no record in available lists of the
three destrovers named in the fore-
going dispatch, and it is probable they
are vessels which have been built since
the beginning of the war,

GARIBALDI ON WAY
TO FIUME TO MEET
CAPT. D’ANNUNZIO

Paris, Sept. 24.—'"“As a nation we
consider the Fiume matter settled, be-
cause we have actual possession,” said
Gen. Giuseppe (Peppico) Garibaldi to
an Associated Press representative here
this morning. Garibaldl had Just reach-
ed Paris from Rome, coming on what
was said to be an important mission,
from which he would go to meet Capt.
Gabriele d’Annunzio, the insurgent Ital-
lian leader in possession of Fiume.

“Had d’Annunzio not gone in,” con-
tinued Garibaldi, ‘‘we would have done
it within fifteen days. If President
Wilson were moved hy the right spirit,”
he added, “he would permit the whole
Question to be decided by Great Britain,
France and Italy. In that case, we are
satisfied that our rights would be recos-
nized, as they already are recognized by
the majority of Americans.”

FORMER GOVERNOR
TO SEEK SETTLEMENT
WITH D' ANNUNZIO

Rome, Tuesday, Sept. 23.—It is an-
nounced by the Idea Nagzionale that
Admiral Umberto Cagni, who was ap-
pointed governor of Fiume shortly after
the armistice was signed last fall, has
agreed to proceed to that city to set the
government's propositions with regard
to Fiume before Gabriele d'Annunzio.

A dispatch to the Messagero from
Fiume quotes d'Annunzio as declaring
he rejected in advance the project of
assigning Fiume to Italy, and turning
over Abbazia and Volosca, across the
bay from Fiume, to a small buffer
state.

According to the Epoca, Deputy
Chiesa has arrived in Fiume, on re-
turning from which city he wil] set
before the government the true char-
acter of the situation.

At the reform soclalist congress held
here a motion of censure of the govern-
ment was adopted, declaring for the
annexation of Flume, and a subsecrip-
tion was opened to promote the move-
ment.

GARRANZA CALLED
TRAE@_ BY VILLA

Rebel Chief Seeks Volunteers
for New Campaign.

Washington, Sept. 24.—F'rancisco
Villa, ‘‘general-in-chief of the re-
volutionary forces in Mexico, in ‘““man-
ifesto for the nation,” a copv of which
has just reached Washington, assails
President Carranza as ‘‘a traitor,” and
calls upon Mexicans to join him in a
new campaign against the regime of
Carranza. This manifesto, which is
dated “En Campamento,” in Durango,
begins:

“To the large number
against the democratic
against the tranquility of the country
and against the security and wel-
fare of its inhabitants, Venustiano Car-
ranza has only now added a new of-
fence against the dignity md sove-
reignty of Mexico.”

This new offence consists in permit-
ting American troops to cross the bor-
der into Juarez last June, for which
Villa blames Carranza and General
Franciaco Rodriguez Gonzales.

GLEMENCEAU TO CALL
FOR RATIFICATION OF
PEAGE TREATY TODAY

French Premier Expected to Appear Be-
fore Chamber of Deputies This
Afternoon,

Paris, Sept. 24.—Premier Clemenceau
is expected to go before the chamber
of deputies this afternoon and call for
a vote ratifying the peace treaty with
Germany.

The premier's demand, according to
the forecast, would he made after he
had addressed the chamber on the
treaty. Foreign Minister Pichon also
was expected to speak and make a
similar demand.

No meeting of the supreme council
of the peace conference was held today
in consequence of the engagements of
thc; French members.

STRIKE SITUATION

Reports from all steel centres to-
day recorded littie change in the
alignment of the opposing forces of
the labor unions, and the steel com-
panies. iIn the Mahoning Valley of
Ohio, the strike Is  complete,
All of the 45,000 wage earners idle.
Elsewhere the struggle is being
carried on with various success, the
Issue still being doubtful on the
great strategic sectors radiating
from Pittsburg and Chicago.

In the Pittsburg district the Car-
negle Steel Company announced to-
day that the situation ‘“looks good”
and backed up Its optimism with
claims that men were returning to
work In considerable numbers. These
claims were stoutly denied by W.
Z, Foster, chief of staff for the
unions.

The situation around Chicago Is
more definite than that in the
Pennsylivania region. A majority of
the mills are closed, and those still
operating are doing so with rpe-
duced forces. The threatened sym-
pathetic strike of the lake seamen
seemed nearer as the result of the
refusal of the eleven ore freights to
dock their vessels.

Rioting and disorder still mark
the progress of the struggle, but o
far only sporadically.

RUMANIANS  ARE
READY TO LEAVE
OCCUPIED AREAS

Premier Bratiano Gives an
Answer to the Allied
Note.

Paris, Sept. 24.—In the answer given
by Premier Bratiano of Rumania to the
allled note delivered by Sir George Rus-
sell Clerk, who went t6 Bucharest as an
emissary of the peace conference,
Rumania offers to give the Allies all the
satisfaction in her power with regard
to dctions connected with her occupa-
tion of Hungarian territory, according
to the Echo de Paris today. Rumania
is ready to evacuate Budapest or to
co-operate there with the Allies in
maintaining order, the note declares.

GAPITALISTS ARE
REAL BOLSHEVIKS
OF GREAT BRITAIN

Ben Tillett, M. P., of England,
Makes This Statement in
Interview Today.

Toronto, Sept. 24.—“Bolshevism in
England is a mere ghost that they are
fabricating,” said Ben Tillett, M. P,
general secretary of the Dock and
Longshoremen of England, as he sat at
breakfast in the dining car of the Ham-
ilton train today. Mr. Tillett is on his
way to the trades and labor congress
at Hamilton.

“If there are any Bolshevistg in Eng-
land,” continued Mr. Tillett, “‘they
are among the capitalists. Some of
the capitalists have been real Bolshe-
vists in this war. They have held the
country to ransom.’”

A great deal of trouble in England |

at the present moment is attributed
by Mr. Tillett to the conflict of sordid
interests that are loath to give up
their privileges.

“*We are expecting,” he said, in con-
clusion, ‘“‘a great development in the
political organization of labor in Can-
ada and the United States. I think
the English speaking races will be at
the forefront and lead a great inter-
national effort for the advancement of
the position "of labor in the world.

GERMANY NEGOTIATING
FOR $100,000,000 LOAN

Would Borrow Huge Sum to Purchase
Argentina Goods.

Buenos Ayres, Sept. 23.—Formal
negotiations were opened this after-
noon by Germany for a loan of $100,-
000,000 from Argentina to facilitate the
purchase of raw materials in this
country. Foreign Minister Pueyrredon,
on whom the German delegation call-
ed, told the visitors the matter would
be referred to President Irigoyen.

STEEL STRIKERS WILL “FIGHT TO
BITTER END,” DECLARES LEADER,

WHO CALLS FOR

GREATER TIE-P

William Z. Foster Says That Workers Will Not Consider

“Peace Plans”
Advisability of
Trainmen.

At Meeting Today—Will Discuss the
Extending Strike To Include Seamen and

Pittsburg, Pa., Sept. 24.—Interest in
the nation-wide steel strike which has
been in progress since last Monday,
centres today in the meeting here of
the natipnal cormmittee for organizing
iron and steel workers. Those in close
touch with the strike are of the opinion
that the session called by William Z.
Foster, secretary-treasurer of the com-
mittee, will bring out important facts
relating to the walkout of the thousands
of workers who heeded the call of their
leaders,

Mr. Foster declared that the commir-
tee will not consider “peace plans.” but
will discuss the advisability of extend-
ing the strike to include seamen on
Great Lake carrier vessels and union
trainmen. The question of flnancing
the strike will come up, and Mr, Foster
says he will bring to the attention of
the committee the ‘“‘unprovoked as-
saults’” by state troopers on strikers.
According to the secretary, the union is
preparing for a long struggle, and de-
clares the workers will “fight to the
bitter end.”

Issue Conflicting Statements.

. The strike situation in the Dittshurg
district remains practically unchanged,
with employers and union leaders is-
suing conflicting statements as to the
number of men involved in the walk-
out. The union men declare that thou-
sands of workers are joining the ranks

of the strikers dail}" and that scores
of mills have been crippled. Employerp
say they are pleased with present con.
ditions, which, it is announced by a
representative of the Carnegie Stee!
Company, are improving and encour-
aging. s

Despite the conflicting statements
from the contending parties, it is known
that many mills in the district are shut
down entirely, some are working with
short forces, while others are operating
at almost 100 per cent. Union activity
in the district today was marked for the
first time since the strike opened by
the' placing of pickets near plants, thir
action heing taken on instructions from
the strike committee. Meetings of
strikers throughout the district will be
held during the day, according to the
announcement from Secretary Foster.

Results of Disorders.

Disorders incident to the strike con-
tinued in the Pittsburg distriet yester-
day and last night. The most serious
outbreak occurred at Farrell, Pa.. where
two men were killed during a clash be-
tween strikers and their sympathizers
and state troops.
