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PLUMBERS NEEON'T PAY
10 SATISFY JUDGMENT

Justice Metcalf Says Payment of
Dues is Not in the Nature
of a Contract:

WINNIPEG, Man., Sept. 16.—The
Plumbers’ Union scored a victory to-
day in the important litigation which
developed out of the strike of a year
ago.

Before Justice Metcalf the case of
Cotter v. Osborne growing out of the
strike came up to-day. The plaintiff
in June recovered a judgment against
the defendants for damages arising out
of the defendants interfering with the
plaintiffs during ihe plumbers’ strike.

Execution was issued, but nothing
realized, and upon an exparte appli-
cation by the plaintiffs, an order was
made  for the appointment of a re—
cord; supsequently an application was

‘made to coatinue that order. The chat-

tel property was not of sufficient fmr.-
portance to justify the appointment of
a receiver, but the dues and assess-
ments owing were comsiderable.

His lordship in delivering judgment
reféerred to the comstitution which gov-
erned the plumbers’ union, and statad
he could not find any contract where-
by a'member wagreed to pay dues,
neither could he find anything to justi-
fy the contention that such a contract
could be implted. When a member is
in arrears he stood suspended fromn
2l benefits and might later be expell-
ed. Under all these circumstances his
lordship did not think the receiver
could rocover these dues by actien.

In his opinion there was nothing of
value for the receiver to collect, and
the plaintiff's motion was therefora
dismissed with. costs.

British Empire and were doing thelr
share to bulld it up.: The canal traffic
this year amounted to 8,327,000 tons,
and he expected it would reach 25,000,
000 before the end of the season. The
rallways showed a similar prosperity,
and the banks showed the ability of
Canada to withstand hard times.

Man for man, Canada did a much
greater trade than the United States,
Canada having a trade of $88 a head,
while the United States had only $42 a
head. The banks showed an increase
of bank deposits in ten:years of $430,-
000,000, while the banks had- $794,000,000
in eirculation, an increase in ten years
of. $540,000,000.

“When you go to Europe go by the
Canadian route, the same as you want
us to buy vour goods,” was an injunc-
tion loudly applauded. Mr. Graham
had met some of them in London who
had traveled via :New York and who
returned by New York. He was glad
to say that the mails by the Canadian
route beat the New York route into
Toronto. (Applause.)

Hudson Bay Railway Sure,

“The Hudson Bay Railway ls going
to be built no matter what anybody
says,”” was another of Mr. Graham's
statements, and he referred to the pro-
gress of the I. C. R.

With the Welland Canal deepenéd to
25 feet, even tho the St. Lawrence
Canal were not improved; the Erie
could never compete with Canadian
rates, and the Georgian Bay Canal
could still further add to Canada’s a.d-
vantage. The German method of canal-
alling the rivers had been followed in
the Trent Canal system. .

Work of the O. A. C.

George C. Creelman, president of the
Ontario Agricultural College, spoke in
acknowledgment of the toast of “Agri-
culture.”  He described the methods
pursued in the training of young men
taken from the farms who attend the
college at Guelph.
