LOOK O WAR'S END

U. S. Expects to Be Strength-
ed as Creditor Nation in

' Trade Competition.

3 | — -

Washington, Dec. 25.-—Official an-
nouncement was made today by the
federal reserve board that the Bank of
England has been named as the foreign
correspondent. of the federal reserve
bank ‘of New York, and authority was
ziven the eleven other reserve banks
20 participate in the. agency relations.
This action marks a radical departiure
from. the previous financial policy  of
the country, inasmuch as it places the
governments ‘of the United States and
Great Britain in direct, continuous fin-
ancial relationship.

It is understood that authorization
of this appointment is a part of a
gemeral plan for ‘eéstablishing financial
connections that will strengthen the
Unifed States as a creditor nation in
the ' ‘commercial- competition, which
probably will result when the war
closes, and t0 provide a ready means
to offset any tendency on the part.of
foreign bankers to withdraw the huge
supply of gold accumulated here dur-
ing the war.

Powers of Banks. kg

The section of the Banking ~ Act
under which this authorization is given
permits any federal reserve bank, with
the consent of the federal reserve

hoard, to open and maintain banking ¥~

accounts in foreign eountries, appoint
correspondents and establish general
accounts in such eountries, where-
soever it deems best, for the. purpose
of purchasing, selling and collecting
billg of exchange, and to buy and sell
with or without ‘its endorsement thru
such correspondents or agencies, bills
of exchange arisihg out of actual com-
mercial transactions, so that a broad
field of operation is possible under it.

The first effect of the Bank of
England connection, it is thought, will
be noticeable in tramsactions which
might otherwise involve the evporta-
tion of gold from this country, as the
connection will afford a channel thru
which American ‘banks can readily
purchase British ‘notes and securities
to meet any tendeney towards gold
exportation. Tt also will tend, officials
bLelieve, to" bring-about a closer under-~
standing and better feeling . between
the bank9's of the United States and
Great Britain,

WILSON IS GUILTY
OF GRAVE MISTAKE

Rev. G. Campbell Morgan
Says Allies Are at Most
Perlious Hour.

MUST RETAIN IDEALS

Allies Fight for Higher Pur-
pose Than Opening Up
Trade Markets.

London, A Dec. 25. — The popu-
Jar preacher, Hgev., G. Campbell Mor-
gan, at Westminster Chapel today,
said: “We are living at the most peril-
ous hour that has come to us in this
war. The niost subtle perils are threat-
enlpg us now. and thede are created
bt the astuteness of Germiny, and

America, hut of the President of tHe
American Republie,

“The question that has come from
Germany as to peace is a gliestion ¢t
an astute and’ clever diplomacy which
is endeavoring to cast the blume {or
this war upon those who decline to
accept the responsibility.

“The good intentions of President
x:’ilson are sadly marred by his most
ragic misliake that he has declinea
to exercise any opinion as to the moral
issues. ;

Cannot Compromise.

“I am not considering thé govern-
ment., I pray for them nnd I believe
they will be led rightly. But in think-
ing of the nation and the attitude of
the people toward this whole gnestion
of ' pezace, 1 terribly afraid,
lest, judging from the news-
pupers, we shonld be in dan-
ger: of forgetting that it was
for the sanctity of treaties, for the
riehts of pations and for the safe-
guarding of freedom that we entered
the war. The boys whose presénce we
miss from Westminster Chapel did not
leave professional and business life and
the joys and comforts of home and
church to make new markets for mer-
chants. They went in answer to a high
call on behalf of righteousness and
truth, following thte flaming torch of
freedom.,

“To consent now to any peace that
falls short of the realization of those
high ideals it to admit we were wrong
at the first. The Christian ehurch
must not utter a word that suggests

University heating plant, situated west

Park, eyouzt 4 o’clock Sunday morning,
Georgé Imlack, 1 1-2 Manning avenue,
a returnied soldier, employed there as
a night watchman, sustained serious
internal injuries, and a broken leg and
arm.- He was removed to the General
Hospital in the police ambulance, and
his condition is critical,

With another returned, one-armed
soldier, Imlack shared the ~task
keeping watch over the ground sur-
rounding the plant. It had been the
custom of the two men, gince the
advent of the cold weather, to ailter-
nately go below to warm-themselves
at the fires. Just prior to the accident,
Imlack’'s mate had come up from be-
low by way of the elevator, a small
box-like arrangement used for the
purpose of hoisting ashes from, below.
Imlack passed him, stepped -inte what
he believed to be the elevator and fell
|headiong. to the pottom of the shaft.
{His crieg were heard by the engineer,
who dragged him into the ﬂ-re-:holg and
called the ambulance. i oy

Means of ingress and egress to and
from the fire-hole is had by way of
the elevator and a flight of narrow,
iwinding stairs,. When the ambulance
larrived the palicemen found that ‘it
{would be impossible to bring the in-
'jured man to the surface by way of
jthe staircase, so they were compelled
to remove the bed from the stretcher,

elevator, and bring theé man’'s bédy in
conformation to if. :

According to the polize, the cause
of the accident is believed to be due
{to the elevator machinery being faulty,
for when the ambulance men stepped
off the elevator with their burden, the
elevator sank a ‘distance of tén or
twelve feet of its own accord. Tt is
believed that the elevator descended
tsimiliarly before Imlack prepared fo
'eénter it. and he was precipitated to
the bottom.
