ON N LONDONDERRY
DUTLOOK BRIGHTENS

Chief Effort Directed Toward
Getting Refugees Back to
Homes.

PROTECTION PROMISED

Londonderry, June 25.—The situa-
tion in Londonderry following the
week of civil warfare showed further
improvement today, when business
again started up. A peace conference
is now in session, largely with a view
to getting refugees back to their
homes. It is being attended by the
Protestant and Catholic bishops, the
magistrates and Irish under-secretady,

General Carter Campbell, commangd-
er of the government troops, today re-
iterated his' guarantee to protect all
the routes leading to the shipyards
and factories, thus insuring a resump-
tion of work in these. plants. Colonel
Chaplin of the Scottish Rifles is in
charge of the troops in the city.

At the inquest today over the body
of Augustus Austin, a former soldier,
who was killed while crossing a street,
the coroner promised:to give Austin's
widow every opportunity to identify
the person who slew her husband. The
coroner said he regarded all such
cases as that of Austin as nothing
less thgm, wilful murder.

Bold Robbery in’Belfast.

Belfast, June 25.—Two drmed
masked men held up the staff of the
paymaster’s office at the Great North-
ern rallway terminus this afternoon
and carried off £1,000. The robbery
was committed despite the fact that

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Railway Board Proposes In-
crease of Ten Per Cent. in
Men's Wages—Mass Meet-
ing at Star Theatre Tonight
to er Offer—Com-
pany Will Be Forced to

Settlement in the Toronto street
rallway strike is now in sight. At a
conference between the Ontario Ralil-
way Board, the  Toronto Rall-
way Company and the men, at the
parliament buildings yesterday after-
noon, the board submitted & proposal
that the wages of the men be increas-
ed ten per cent. over those at present
paid: The men will hold a mass meet-
ing at the Star Theatre tonight, when
the proposal of the board will be fully
discussed and, in the event of their
acceptance, Toronto may again have a
street car service on Sunday morning,

Whether Toronto walks or rides on
Sunday morning now rests with the
men, as agsurance was given by the
board to the représentatives of the
men at the conference yesterday that
if the proposal is accepted by the
striking employes the board would
enforce performance on the part of
the company.

In an interview last night with The
World, Fred L. Hubbard, assistant
general manager of the T. 8 R,
stated that “it gets down to this, if
the men accept the proposal of the
board for an increase of five cents an
bour at thefr mass meeting tomorrow
night, I don't see anything else for
the company to do but to also accept

it.”
Board Will Act.

Mr, Hubbard pointed out that if the
men refused the proposal the com-
pany would have to operate the cars
or the board would take over the line
and provide a service. If, on the
other hand, the company refused the
proposal, the board would call upon
them to operate the care or would
themselves take over the line. The
board ‘of directors, he said, would in
all probability hold a meeting this
afternoon, when the ‘policy of the com-
pany in the matter would be decided.

The conference between the Ontario
Railway Board, the Toronto Rail~
way Company and the men at the
parliament buildings yesterday after-
noon was called at the instance of the
Toronto Railway . Company. It
did not conclude until 4.16 p.m., when
the board handed an official statement
to the press, containing the proposal,
which reads as follows:

“That the wages payable to the
motormen and conductors and their
employes on strike should be raised
to §6¢, 57%c and 60c per hour, accord-
ing to elassification. This increase is

Board of Commerce Says
b Firms Made Huge Surplus

. on Small Investments.
FIND “PRICE-FIXING”

™Ottawa, June 24—By " Canadian
Press) —That knitting -mills have
made colossal profits Jin Canada during
the last few years is shown in the
interim report of the board of com-

merce, made public today. Because
it has been unable to:pursue its in-
quiries to the limit, the board re-
frains from expréSuing ar opinion as
to whether further investigation is
called for, but proffers to -cite facts
gained in its inquiry, whieh has taken
up the profits made on sales, on com-
mon stock and on investment reprg-
sented by stock plus invested earn-
ings. The report takes eight com-
panjes as typical of the knitting trade
out of the sixty operating in Canada.
It shows that huge profits have been
made by nearly -all‘on small invest-
ment of capital. But the reports point
out that while some companies have
made from 69 to 51 per cent. profit
on cemmon stock in .the last two
years, on a system of investing sur-
plus earnings, the most successful of
the companies made actually just oves
fifteen per cent. profit on investment.
This company, which is not named, is
shown to have paid as high as forty
per cent, gividend on common stock
as far-back as 1914.' In 1919 it paid
116 2-8 per cent.
Control Prices of Collars.

Coming to the “cutters-up of tex.
tiles,” which include all general cloti-
ing items, tents, bags, window blinds,
ete., the board refers to three com-
panies (not Mlamed) which control the
collar and cuff trade of Canada. Those
retailers informed the board that they
were compelled to sell at a price
fixed by the manufacturers, which,
appears to ‘be tae price of eimilar
goods in the United States, plus car-
riage and duty. The board recom-
mends that apction be taken against
the manufacturers under the com-

MURDOCK CHARGES

AND JUDGE ROBSON

The Board of Commerce, which began
its career with such promise eight or
nine months ago, is now apparently a
thing of the past, Judge H, A. Robson,
chairman of the board, resigned last
Febfruary; W. F. O’Connor, K,C., resign-
ed a few months later, and now James
Murdock, the third and last membeér of
the board, has resigned in a letter that
makes serious charges against ministers
of the crown and Judge Robson, the for-
mer chairman. The first commissioner
resigned quietly, altho a lot of gossip
followed his resignation, and the second
commissioner went his way even more
quietly. Mr, Murdeck, however, goes out
with a bang!

From the start it was evident that
Judge Robson and Mr, O'Connor could
not work in double-harness., Thé former
was a man of judicial mind, who shun-
ned pubuclty; the latter was a born
partisan and a lover of the limelight.
Mr, O'Connor was, moreover, frankly
disappointed over. his fallure to become
the chief commissifoner. He had drafted
the legislation creating the board, and
had sounded the first alarm bell about
profiteering with his famous report on
bacon. The only hope for the success of
the board as constituted by the govern-
ment lay in selection of a diplomatic
third commissioner.

Mr, Murdock, however, was appointed
as the representative of labor. He was
an outspoken, vigorous official, who
chafed under the ecautious methods of
the chief commissioner, and ewidently
found a mere congenial colleague in the
energetic and irascible Mr. O"Connos,

The charge brought by Commissioner
Murdock against Judge Robson practi-
cally means that the chairman of the
board was acting as counsel for a cream-
ery company of Winnipeg, which was
seeking to eripple the powers of the
board by appealing to the Eupreme court
yrof Canl.da.‘ The documentary evidencs
offered In support of this charge is a
letter written to the Judge by the lawyer
for the creamery company, asking Judge
Robson to look .,over and revise the
creamery company’s, brief. The letter
was improper and indiscreet, but we
have yet to learn what reply it elicited,

Mr. Murdock’s charges against mem-
bers of the government are as yet vague
and indefinite, He says they wanted the
board to fail, and were not in sympathy
with its efforts to reduce the high cost
of living. No doubt, if an investigation
be ordered, he will be asked to name thwe
ministers, and tell what they saild ana
did.  His letters to S8ir Robert Borden
and the cabinet are diffuse and full of
unimportant details, but he may have a
lot of evidence up his sleeve.

In short, the board has blown up.
leaving . behind it a sulphurous smell,
The government will have to order a
searching Investigation.

The Murdock charges against certain
of its members will be taken as true,
Murdock, to say the least of it, has de-
livered a, body blow against the govern-
ment that appointed him to one of the
highest offices within its gift, and he
has given evidence of his sincerity hy
throwing up a salary of eight thousand
