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CONVICTS HELD
POINT AS

AT RIFL
PRISON BURNED

+ Spectacular Fire Early Today Burned Part of U.S. Prison at

Leavenworth, Kansas —
From Escaping by U. S.

Eight Hundred Convicts Kept
Troops

Leavenworth, Kas., April 11t took 1200
United States soldiers to maintain order
and to prevent prisoners from escaping
during a fire which destroyed four build-
ings of the Federal military prison here
carly today. All the 800 prisoners were

marched out of their cells when it gsecemed |

that the whole prison would be destroyed

and wete held under heavy military guard
until the fire was under control. Then af-
ter some of the cell houses had cooled suf-
ficiently they were marched back again.

The fire was discovered before midnight
by a sentry who fired his pis@ol. the 'hrc
call was sounded and the entire garrison
at Fort Leavenworth turned out. The
thirteenth infantry armed with rifles was
thrown around the entire prison. The tire
which probably started in the prison 'tall-
or shop, gained rapidly against the prison
guard working with buckets and small
hose. The fire department of Leaven-
worth answered an emerge.ucy‘cnll and
joined forces with the soldiers in a bat-
tle against the flames.

The fise was confined to the central row
of the buildings and consumed the indus-
trial departments of the prison including
the paint shop. the tailor shop, catpen-
ter . shop and laundry. The buildings
contained many combustibles and the
flames threatened the buildings. The cell
Yonses rapidly became filled with smoke
and got suffocatingly hot.

After the bugle calls were gounded y.he
first guard line was placed abont 160 fect
from the prison wall and the'men in it
were stationed ten feet apart. The sec-
ond line was 200 feet further back. The
companies were ‘extended in open or(_ler.‘
Through this line’'no one except an officer
or a soldier on duty was allowed to pass.

When the fire was started there was glee
among the prisoners. “Let it burn” they

yelled. The water pressure was poor and
as the water sputtered uselessly from the
hose the prisoners laughed and cheered.
The flames leaped higher and a gust of
wind whipped smoke into the nearest of
(tho threc cell houses. The tone of the
‘ prisoners changed then.

“For God’s sake take us out,” they
screamed, battering against the steel bars
in great terror. They thought they would
be burned to death. Col. Loughborough |
saw the danger of the situation when the!
leaping flames get near ‘the cell houses,
and he ordered the prison provost guard
to unlock the doors. The 800 prisoners
fell in, each convict with his hands on
the ghoulder of the men in front of him.
At double quick, they marched to the
farthest corner of the prison enclosure,!
where they huddled avhile 100 prison
guards stood over them with levelled
rifles. Two of the terror stricken crowd
of convicts fainted.

Half an hour after the fire started, the
Leavenworth Fire Department reached the
fort. Nothing could be done to save the
burning buildings, however, and the fire-
men devoted their attention to saving
the main structures and keeping the fire
from the military prisoners. A new mili-
tary prison .is under construction, and it
is not probable that the burned build-
ings will be rebuilt.

Major Thomas H. Slavens, Commander
of the prison, said the fire was probably
caused by a defected draft. He placed
the damage at $65,000. ' The buildings!
burned were among the oldest at Fort
Leavenworth. They were crected in
1857-58, and were first used for an army
ocommissary storehouse. Many years later
they became a part of the United States
Penitentiary, and then they were con-
verted into a military prison  following
the erection of a federal prison here.

FRENCH OIL BARK|

WAS BLOWN TO
PIECES

Twelve Men Killed When the
Jules Henry Was Blown up
By Explosion of Cil Fumes
Today

Marseilles, April 1st—The French tank
bark Jules Henry, Capt. BEscoffler, ‘in
the oil teade between Philadelphia and
Cette blew up this morning and +was.
practically totally wrecked. Twelve mem-
bers of her crew were killed, and many
were wounded. The bark arrived at
Cette, March '22, from Philadelphia.

A representative of the Veritas agency,
accompanied by the second officer was
inspecting the vessel at the time the
blew up. In the coumse of tnewr wuis,
the #wo men entered the tank hold.
Immediately after there was a terrific
explosion. The entire deck of_the bark
wag lifted, and the forward portion of the
ship was wrenched off. ;

Twenty men of thg crew were at work
painting and repairing. They all were
blown into the air. Great sheets of fire
shot 'up from the vessel, and in a few
seconds she was enveloped in flames.
Prompt aid = came from nexghbm'-mg
ehips in the harbor, but it was impossible
for the small boats to get close in to the
burning vessel. Six burned and mutilated
bodies have been recovered from the float-
ing wreckage. A number 'of wounded
men also have been brought ashore. Others
still are missing, and presumably, per-
ished. :

The second  officer and - the insurance
imspector were thrown high in the air
by the force of the explosion. They are
still alive, but are not expected to live.

THE BANK OF ENGLAND

Discount Rate Reduced Today
Erom 3 to2 1-2 per Cent

London, April 1—The rate of discount
lof the Bank of England was reduceds to-
‘day from 3 to 2 12 per cent. This is the
first change since Jan. 14, when the rate
was advanced from 2 1-2 to 3 mainly for
the purpose of .building up the bank’s
gold reserve.

The steady influx of gold from all
quarters especially from America decided
the directors of the Bank of England to
reduce the rate to’2 1-2 per cent at to-
!day’s meeting. The prospects all point
to a further plethora of money through-
out the summer and in some quarters a
further reduction to two per cent is fore-
casted. In confident anticipation of to-
day’s announcement the money market al-
lowed discount rates to fall away sharp}y‘
Continental exchanges on London declin-
ed as a consequence and Vienna was en-
abled to purchase $2.500,000 gold on the
market. The Continental demands how-
ever are not expected to assume. large
proportions as the monetary position 1n
European centres is quite easy. The low-
er bank rate was discounted on the stock
exchange where a rise in gilt edged securl-
ties 'has been going on for some days.

HORSE TRADE IS
AIRED IN COURT

Another dispute arising from a horse
trade was on the docket at the city court
session this morning. Thomas Hayes, a
local horse dealer, with his stable on the

Marsh Road, sued Ernest Douglas, de-
fendant, in. the suit for $55. Hayes had
D. Mullin as counsel, and A. W. MacRae
acted for Douglas. The plaintifi testified
that on March 13, he exchanged a black
mare, which had been in his possession for
two weeks, for another horse with Doug-
las, and after some dickering, $80 was
mutually agreed upon as the amount which
Hayes was to receive in addition. He
was given $25 in cash, and Was promised
the balance in ten days. Adter that per-
jod, Douglas - postponed the payment
whenever he was requested to settle the
debt, but last Saturday he positively re-
fused to abide by the agreement.

Under cross-examination,
admitted that he sold the mare to Wat-
son Bros., shortly after purchasing him
from John Glynn.

SCREENS AND THE
LICENSE LAW

device placed at a window or door of
any place or bar-room, where intoxicating
liquors are licensed to be sold, that shall
in any manner interfere with the full
view of said place or bar-room from the
outside of such place or bar-room.”
