As to the ill-treatment of horses, the
small boy teamsters ave the cause of al-|
most all of it, and is another of the hard|
things to handle owing to the fact that,
in many cases their acts are noticed quite
a distance away, too far to hail them, |
and as in ‘too many instances there is “";
name or number on the wagon, it is hard .
to get at’ their names. We bave a city |
bye-law which if enforced would compel
all such vehicles to be numbered, which |
would enable us to get the names of the}
boys, wo as'-to. follow the case up. As |
there is talk of a compulsory echool act|
being passed this winter, it may be a|
help towands the poor homses, and a bene- |
fit to the boys by compelling thesi to at-|
tend echool. By personal effort I have|
tried to lessen this el as much as pos-|
eible.
