Among the many projected im{:rovemvnu in thiy
Provinee, we know of none which could Le accom.
plished with less expenditure of capital, in pioportion

to the numerous advanteges to be ga thanthe
projected Rait, Roap to connect the Salines iidier
(ut the head of the Grand Lake,) with the 28!
River ; and we are pleased to hear that engnh

heen set on feot by our enterprising towuswnn, L
H. Prriey. Eag. (to whose industry and peisover-
ance the public are already much indebted forsime of
the benelicial institutious latily established iu this
City ;) to ascertain the nature ol tha conntry along
the proposcd route,and the di<tance Letween the heds
of navigation oa the Salmon wnd Richibucto Hivers.
So fur aa vet ascer ed, thiere nre no obstacles to
stéam navigation frot St. John to ahout seven wiles
up the Salmon River, as tar es MDonald's ; avd the
Richibucto is also navigahla « nt twes ty miles up,
A Rail Road to connect thess two paintsisalit!
wanting in order to open a reniy comsnnicution wol
an extensive trade with Richibueto, Mirumichi, Hay
de Chaleur, Prince [T

Edward Island, #1.d all other

Lowrence—/rom whicli sr,
John is at poesent eut off—ue well as to open a routs
for great commercial interconrse with Quelo and
Montrenl.  Instead of u jonrney to the Foster pare
of our own Province, being. as now, consileved a
thing not to be lizhtly undertaken, we shonld on the
establishment of this Rail Road, with good steamers,
conceive it no wonderiul affair to breakinst in thi
city and sup in Miramichi or Charlotte Town.

A highly respectable Gentleman of Richilueto,
who has been called on for information, says,in veply « °
“ From what I know of this side of the Portave bes
tween Salmon and Richibucto Rivers, I feel contident
no natural obstacles present themsclves; on the con.
trary, the Land is wibroken, without Lills or deep
ravines, being of an easy and very gradual uscent, aud
ou the other side, I am told, itis even morelevel thin
on this. Vessels not drawing over ter ar twelve leet,
‘miny go within three miles of the bend of the tide on
this River; the currentis not at all vapid.  Coxl may
e had in abnndance five miles trom where the pro-
jocted Road wonld start from on this River—
Indeed I think this route. in every respect, aflords

Road ; and the safe navization up this river aud down
the Grand Leke, as compared with the Buy Verte
Harbour and Bay of Fundy, gives this route, in 0y
opinion. a most decided preference.  The distance
from the head of navigation on this River to the livad
of navization on the Saimon River, will. I conecive,
be about twenty-six miles. Mr. Layroy has Leen
appointed to make an exploration fora i
the two Rivers, and the interest which 'L feelsin the
contemplated project will eanso him ta make such ob
servations as will enable him to nfford very uselul in-
formation. A Ruil Roud, if completed. would be of
incaleulable advantage to this purt of the Province,
and would, I think, in the course of a few jears bo
productive. Indeed there is no telling, nor can we at
present estimate the advantages to be derived from
connecting the Gulf of St. Lawrence and Bay of X;'lnn-

dy, via St. John, by means of a Rail Eoa ho
people in this quarter would, T am enre, readily join
in an undertaking which is so eminently caleolated to
e of great advantage to us, Capital“is all we want
in this Province, to call into operation the resources
of the Country.”

In answer to some queries which were proposed to
Witrtiam Jous Layroy, Esq., Deputy Commissiouer
of Crown Lanis at Richibucto, he replied :

“ The project of a Rail Road, connecting the tide
waters of the Richibucto with the navigable part of

Salmon River, is, in my opinion, not only practica :15,'
but seems to have heen intended by nature. Vessels of
ten feet dranght ean, without the slightest dif-ulty,

ascend this River about 22 miles, from which point to
M-:Donuld’s. about five miles below the Gaspereau on
Salmon River, I know of no obstaclé or dificulty
along the whole route.  Iam intinately acquainted
with the fentures of the land watered by the Richi-
trcto and Salmon Rivers, from being in the halit of
cersing that district of the country for the last
fi'teen or sixteen vears, and I can most confidently as-
sert that no ridges of considerable eluvation occur to
hreak the general level.  The vivers and brooks
doubtless flow throngh ravines. but those ravines aro
o itaral beds formed Ly the incessnt action of
the waters upon the generally soft and penetrable soil.
The distance on a struight line can searcely be more
than thirty miles, although I am not prepured at this
moment to name that distance as correct.  The Ri-
chilucto is navigable for steamers of the Jargest eluss
aliout twenty-one miles, and (or ships of 17 or 13 tect
draught about twenty miles. The country acioss
from the hiead of the tide to where the Salmon River
is navicable, consists neither of what may be called
decidedly rock nor sand.  The surface soil is'a light

consistence.  Wherever rock shows itself. which is
only .on the banks and bottoms of the vivers and
streams, it is composed of a hardish sand stone, 1 be-
lieve of secondary formation, and often exhibiting
specimens of pudding-stone. I laye never scen on
Salmon River or ou the Richibucto, s siogle speciven
of granite or any other hard stone, excopting u few
specimens of guartz in the beds of the vivalpts,  Along
the whole route there can he no likes to eross, and
the rivers are only Salmon River and.its tributarics,
—The Luke Stream and the Tittle and the Groat
Fork Streams. . It depends upon the route puisved,
whether the two latter strenms will cross its path.
The assistance likely to be atiorded for the project
from this place, will of course be t!.e utmost thit the
people can afford.  You may cousi lei yourself authi-
rised to put me down at £200 in b s, and no wxer-
tions of mine shall at any tin ¢ Le spared to pronicte
a purposs 8o well calculated to adyince the i terosty
of the Province gencrally and of this place iv par-
ticular,”
