Berlin Newspaper Favors

Berlin, Dec. 2—The Berliner Tage-
blatt is the first newspaper to come out
in approval of the plan of the Social
Democrats to ask Chancellor Von Beth-
mann-Hollweg under what conditions he
is prepared to begin peace negotiations.
