“I have heard that I am being criti­
cized for the condition of the police 
force,” Commissioner McLcllan said, 
“But I want it distinctly understood that 
the police force is not or never was 
under my control, and further that I 
have never done anything to interfere 
with their activities. The government 
has invested the power of hiring and 
dismissing in the chief of police, and it 
is the government that will have to be 
responsible, not the department of public 
safety.”

Commissioner Potts said last night 
that one of his special men had secured 
the names of several who had taken part 
in the riot, and that warrants had been 
sworn out against two of them.

Until three o’clock this afternoon, no 
arrests had been made by the police in 
connection with the riot. While Chief 
Clark declines to give out any state­
ment, it is now generally believed that 
the police have several names. It is 
known that they have the name of a 
man who is said to be bragging that he 
it was who threw a stone which struck 
Lieutenant Stetham. It is said that a 
woman was seen in the crowd on Thurs­
day night with her skirt folded up to her 
knees and filled with missies which she 
handed out to other rioters. It is not 
known whether or not her name has 
been secured or not.

“The papers,” he 
continued, “are anxious to secure in­
formation respecting New Brunswick, 
but unfortunately up to the present time 
we have not been able to get the various 
boards of trade to supply us with such 
news, which I need liaidly say would be 
beneficial to the province at large."
