It was therefore represented that as the Saint 
Lawrence was then the only outlet from Can 
ada, and that as it was frozen up for more than 
half the year, it b came evident that a railroad 
communication with the seaboard must be im- 
mense uti ily, and that the transportation of 
merchandize of all kinds would uuq estionably 
be of a corresponding magnitude. There 
could be no limit to the amount of exports 
and imports, more especially of those partieu 
lar articles most required when the river navi 
gation is closed, and are thus excluded from a 
market until late in the Spring of the year.— 
The railroad would obviate all such difficulties 
and disadvantages, and would command the 
whole business of the country, most certainly 
during one half the year, and the chief portion 
of the trausportat ion during the other ; it would 
secure to Canada an uninterrupted communi- 
cation with New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, the 
West Indies, and the United Kingdom, uhich 
could not fail to advance the interest of all the 
Provinces, and contribute to the prosperity of 
the whole by increasing trade and the means 
of production to a great extent. If the work 
was not at once taken in land with energy 
and promptitude, all the wealth and trade in 
store for such an enterprise would be ultimate- 
ly diverted to other countries, with but little 
chance of recovery at a distant day.
