.In using liquid air as an explosive tbe 
chief difficulty hitherto encountered has 
been to keep it in a liquid state, as at its 
extremely low temperature every addition 
of heat that it receives causes evaporation, 
and a half litre in an ordinary vessel will 
evaporata completely in from twenty to 
thirty minutes. To obviate this difficulty 
extensive experiments have been carried on 
at a German factory devoted to the 
faoture of high explosives, and a form of re­
ceptacle has been devised in which the air 
can be kept liquid for days and even weeks. 
Those vessels consist of double walled glaa* 
flasks with the intervening space exhausted 
and the interior of tbe outer glass wall coat- 
ed with a silver amalgam ; as the vacuum is$ 

conductor of heat, and the silver sur 
face acts as a reflector, the amount of heat 
penetrating to the interior is very small and 
the air rein tins in its liquid state.

ously With It.

Police Magistrate Morrison has received 
from the Attorney General's department at 
Toron to, instructions which seem to indicate 
aa intention on the part of the Government 
to rid Ontario of the tramp noisanpe. The 
letter of instruction is as follows:
'‘ft has been found upon investigation 

that most of the numerous burglaries and 
other crimes qf violence computed recently 
ip the various parts of the province have 
beep the work of trampe of the class usually 
found working along the linee of railway 
aod camping in woods and barns on the out­
skirts of cities, towns and villages. It is 
deemed necessary that these men should be 
driven ont of the province aesoon as possible, 
and it is thought by the department that 
tbe best way to bring about this result is for 
the magistrate before whom these tramps 
are brought upon chargee of vagrancy to 
Impose the full term of imprisonment in the 
Central prisori allowed by law. The prac­
tice of giving them the option of a fine or so 
mapy hours %o olsar out of the municipality 
is producing very unsatisfactory results. 
You are requested, therefore, upon any of 
these men being brought before you to see 
that tbe law is strictly and vigorously ad­
ministered.”
