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A HOME MARKET FOR OUR FARMERS.

During the recent election many of our
New Brunswick farmers were induced to
vote for unrestricted reciprocity, because
of the belief that under it they would be
far more prosperous than they are atpre-
sent, by reason of the sixtly million mar-
ket. They were told that .the price of
potatoes would at once go up to $2 a bar-
rel and would remain there perman-
ently, and they were charmed by the
magnificent prospect opened up by the
free admission of eggs into the markets of
the United States. It does not appear to
have occurred to many of our farmer
voters, that potatoes were grown in con-
siderable quantities in the United States
and that except when the crop was short
in that country, there was no great de-
mand for our potatoes in Boston or New
York.  Nor does the attention of
our farmers seem to have been
properly directed to the fact that under
unrestricted reciprocity they would have
to compete with the United States in our
own home market in a great variety of
products such as butter, lard, beef, pork
and similir articles. Itis a melancholy
fact that at the present time our farmers
are unable to hold their own home
market against the farmers of the United
States in respect to many articles which
are produced on both gides of the line.
The following is a list of articles,
quantities and values, imported into this
province, from the United States, during
the last fiscal year in spite of high duties
for the protection of the Canadian
farmer. Had our farmers been able to
hold their own market every
article on this list would have been
supplied to the consumer by them:—

It will be observed that every article
in the above list is produced or can be
produced in great abundance in New
Branswick. Why should our lumber-
men have to go to the United States for
their pork or their salt beef? Why
could not all the lard we required be
supplied by our own people. The pork
imported represented the  raising
of about 13,000 good sized hogs which
our farmers ought to bave fattened and
sold. So with respect to beef of which
we imported enough to represent about
5000 head of cattle which ought to have
been raised by our own farmers. Before
our enterprising agriculturists begin to
clamor for a market of sixty millions
would 1t not be well for them to fully
supply the market of the 350,000 people
of New Brunswick. Why should they
be so remiss as to allow $300,000 worth
of products to be imported here which
they could produce just as well them-
selves? We commend this subject to
the attention of our farmers and to all
others who think a larger market is their
_only need.

ANOTHER ATTACK ON ST. JOHN.

The Globe of lastevening and the Tele-
graph this morning contain an attack on
St. John which, if we do not greatly
mistake the temper of our people, will be
promptly resented by many of our citi-
zens. These disappointed ones, because
they have been beaten in their attempt
to hand us over bound hand and foot to
the United States, are beginning their
old practice of running down St. John
and making it appear that this is a
ruined community. They find a pretext
for doing this in the fact that all the
votes on the list in the city and county
of St. John were not polled at the recent
election. On this point the Globe says:—

According to the voting lists there
were 12,959 persons qualified to vote in
the late election in the Ciity and County
of St. John.. Only 8,779 peraons voted—
about two-thirds of the total electorate.
Of the large number that did not vote a
great proportion now make a living
under the stars and stripes.

The Telegraph follows up the subject
in the following strain:—

Before election the state of the voting
lists was the subject of some attention.
It now appears that while there are
12959 names on the St. John lists bul
8,779 voted. In Kings county also, a8 in
gt. John, not two-thirds of the names on
the lists were represented by ballots on

never was an election held in this
province at which every elector voted.
There are in every community many
men who never vote, somé from religious
scruples, some from timidity, some from
carelessness. Others will not vote unless
they are paid for so doing and some of
the former supporters of Mr. Ellis seem
to have felt that way on Thursday.
Another cause of the number of votes
polled being less than might have been
expected was the fact that there are pro-
bably upwards of 1000 names on
the list which are duplicated.
In four polling districts in Queens
ward 80 names were discovered
which were duplicated either in other
wards or in other districts in the same
ward. If names in the rest of the city
and county were duplicated in the same
proportion, 1000 is a low estimate of the
number that were on improperly. The
Gnits showed great industry in this busi-
ness of putting the same name on twice,
and hundreds were stopped at the pol-
ling places who with less watchful com-
mittees might have voted twice. The
coachman of a Liberal doctor residing
in Queens ward, who takes an interest
politics, was on twice in different dis-
tricts of that ward, once being described
as a coachman and once as a servant.
And this is buta sample of what had
been done in hundreds of cases.

The object of the Globe and Telegraph
is very transparent. St John, having
refused to adopt their advice they desire
to be revenged by ‘representing il asa
yuined and deserted city. Yet every
inhabitant of St. John knows that the
insinuations against its prosperity,
are utterly false. No better proof of the
mendacious character of the statement
made by the Globe andTelegraph need be
asked than the fact that houees are scarcer
in 8t. John at present than they have
been for many years. and that in spite of
the fact that fully $1.000.000 worth of new
buildings have been erected in St. John
during the past four years. From the
Globe such attacks on the credit of St.
John were to be expected, for that has
been the main business “of the disloyal
and worthless sheet that is edited by
Mr. Ellis, but it is a comparatively new
business for the Telegraph to be engaged
in. The people of St. John have the
remedy in their own hands by refusing
to give tueir support to newspapers
which seek to injure this city and its
business.

THE TELEGRAPH'S ATTACKS ON THE
FRENCH.

We desire to call the attention of Hon.
Mr. Laurier to the manner in which Mr.
Weldon’s paper, the Telegraph, has been
assailing the French voters of this prov-
ince ever since the results of the election
were known. The morning after the
election the Telegraph said editorially :—

That
such  paragraphs should have
appeared in the Telegraph at this time
shows a lamentable lack of good taste
and good feeling and ought to disclose
to Mr. Laurier the unreliable and
treacherous character of some of the
men who pretend to be his allies and
friends. Itis safe to say that at least
two fifths of the members which the op-
position will have in the new house
of commons come from counties in w hich
the French are a majority of the voters.
Throughout this whole campaign not
one word has appeared in any Conserva-
tive paper reflecting on the French, and
this scandalous attack upon them by
the Telegraph is only calculated to create
disgust.

THE CAUSE OF TH_E_B_E_FEIT OF MR. ELLIS.

In a St. John despatch to the Halifax
Herald, we find the following :—

Ellig’ defeat was not considered pos-
sible and in his paper Saturday he weeps
over the fact that he was not tried on
his merits a8 a public man, but as a
newag:lger writer. In his declaration
speech he said he was not condemned
or even tried on his record as a public
man, but on his work as & newspaper
writer, which seemed about as fair_to
condemn any man on his way of doing
his daily business. Even among his
own followers, this statement is being
warmly criticized, as it i8 felt his an-
nexation oplnions and writings are re-
sponsible in a large degree for the down
fall of the grit party here.

Mr. Ellis was defeated because he was
an annexationist, and an advocate of an-
nexation in his newspaper, the Globe.
The statement of Mr. Ellis on declaration
day was the most extraordinary ever
made from a St. John platform. He
complained that he had been attacked
by a Conservative paper, thatis by the
GAzETTE, not on his record as a public
man,but on his private opiniops and acts
as a writer for the press. On the same
principle a professional burglar could
claim that he should not have his
criminal record bronght up against him
ifhe offered for Parliament. On what
principle do we decide on & man’s
fitness as a representative ? Surely his
private character, his abilities and his
public utterances.Mr. Ellis has no public
record for he never performed any func-
jon while he sat in Parliament that could
not have been equally well done by a
cat. He was, therefore, very properly
judged by his record as a writer and as
such he was condemmed as a disloyal
man and therefore unfit to represent St.
John in the Parliament of Canada.

THE VALUE OF OLD BOOKS.

0ld times, old pictures, old furniture
and old books for many have a fascina-
tion which is altogether indefinable.
The old times may have been hard times,
the old pictures may be without any of
the qualities which we admire in a mod-
ern painting, the old furniture may
be clumsy and uncouth in its fashion and
the old books may be quite disreputable
in paper, print and binding according to
the ideag of our time, yet the older they
are and the less they correspond with
the fashion that prevails the more they
are venerated. With the bibliomanic
utility is of secondary importance: to get
possession of a book, of which but a few
cdpies have been printed, or of which
but a few copies are in existence is with
him a matter of great moment and in his
eyes first editiont of the old writers are
worth hardly less then their weight in
gold. In 1812 the Marquis of Blandford
paid £2,260 for a copy of the first dated
edition of the Decameron of Boccaccio,
which was printed at Venice in 1471 and

which was believed to be the only perfect
copy in existence. A facsimilie of this
edition, printed at a later date would not
bave brought as many shillings. A few
years ago Mr. Quaritch, a famous London
bookseller, gave £3,900 for a Mazarin
Bible and £4,950 for a Psalmorum Codex
printed by Faust and Schoffer in 1459.
A sale of rare books and manuscripts
collected by Mr. Brayton Ives was
opened in New York on the fifth inst.
At this sale a copy of the Guttenburg
Bible, in two volumes, was purchased
by J. W. Elisworth, of Chicago,
for $14,800; Elliott’s Indian Bible
was sold for $1650, and a copy of Cartier’'s
Voyages for $1000. Two letters written
by Christopher Columbus were sold to
Dodd, Mead & Co., the booksellers, for
$5,900,and a letter from Fernando Cortez
to Emperor Charles V, sold for $900. A
great many books and manuscripts of
unsuspected value were lost in the Saint
John fire ; their number and value can
never be correctly estimated. In one
flash went up a copy of the first edition
of Longfellow’s Voices of the Night,(1839(
now valued at $80, several letters from
William C. Bryant, which now are valued
by collectors at $10 to $20 each, and let-
ters from G. P. R. James, the novelist,
John Lothrop Motley, the
historian, Bayard Taylor, the
traveller, Daniel Webster, the states-
man, John G. Saxe, the American
Hood and Horace Greeley the editor.
There was also lost a large paper copy of
Capt. John Smith’s History of Virginia,
of which only four or five copies are in
existence, and which would be worth in
the market today, no less than
£1,000 sterling. And doubtless
hundreds of books and manu-
scripts of equal value in the eyes
of the bibliomaniac were reduced to
ashes at the same time. A catalogue of
similar treasures that escaped destruc-
tion would be deeply interesting.

NOTE IIP_C_OIIEIT.

About two months ago it was decided
inthe New York courts that no marriage
had been entered into by Robert Ray
Hamilton and the woman claiming to
be his wife. At the same time it was
decided that the evidence of his death
was insufficient to permit the admission
of his will to probate. It will be re-
membered that he had become involved
with an adventuress with whom his
marriage was proved to be illegal, she
having a husband living at the time the
marriage took place. Mr. Hamilton was
supposed to have been drowned about
the first of the year at his ranch in
Idaho, while the woman who claimed to
be his wife was in prisonin New Jersey.
The court has now decided that
Mr. Hamilton is dead, and his
vast estate will go to his
brother to whom it was bequeathed.
There are those who believe that Mr.
Hamilton is alive though legally dead
$o the woman who crossed his life, and
that he may soon return to New York
when his estate will be returned to him
by the legatee.

IMPERIAL FEDERATION .

The Annunal Meeting of the St. John
Branch of the League.

The adjourned annual meeting of the
St. John branch of the Imperial Federa~
tion League, was held last evening in the
Y. M. C. A.; building. The meeting was
well attended and was presided over by
Sir Leonard Tilley. In opening he re-
ferred to his election to the presidency of
tbe Dominion League, and stated his
desire in consequence of that, not to be
nominated for the presidency of this
branch. The following officers were
then elected :—

H. Allingham, A. B. Walker, H.A. Mec-
Keown. Ira Cornwall, Wm. Hawker, Dr.
Bayard, Jas. Hannay, C. N. Skinner,
Rev. W. O. Raymond, Rev. L. G. Mac-
neill, Rev. W. J. Stewart, Rev. J. M.
Davenport, J. deWolfe Spurr.

Sir Leonard Tilley then addressed the
meeting, stating that the federation as
an organization was making, steady, if
not rapid headway. Recent events
showed that the movement had not
been commenced a moment too soon.
He was satisfied that strong efforts were
made to accomplish by persuasion or
coercion, the union of this country with
the United States. It was part of the
mission of the league to thwart this
movement. Referring to the discussion
going ou in England Sir Leonard ex-
pressed the opinion that the time was
not far distant when the question of an
imperial customs arrangement might be
practically considered.

Thomas Petts referred to his former
connection with the Royal Colonial In-
stitnte, and to the discnssions on the
reorganization of the empire which had
taken place there. His opinion was
that many present would live to see the
time when Canada would drive the
TUnited States from the bread market of
Europe.

Judge Palmerapologized for not sooner
identifying himself withan organization
with whose objects he was in hearty
accord, and with a movement with which
he believed the future of Canada to be
bound up. e might not himself live to
see the end of this agitation, but the
young men here would see and share in
the issue. He counselled them to con-
sider the question of the unity of the
empire seriously, and gather all possible
information on it, for it was the great

question of the future.

J. A. Belyea made practical sugges-
{ions about the organization of branches
in the neighboring towns, and discussed
some phases of the movement in the
old country.

The subjec. of new local branches

raised by Mr. Belyea was discussed by
several members,including Judge Palmer
E. G. Nelson, Jonas Howe, Major Arm-
strong. M. McLeod and Rev. Dr. Wilson.

It was decided that action should be
taken in the matter of forming “unions
in towns where a desire to take part had
been expressed.

Before the meeting closed Major Arm-
strong, Mr. Hawker, Robert Gaskin, Mr.
Cornwall and several others spoke warm-
ly in support of the imperial federation
movement.

A vote of thanks was tendered the re-
tiring chairman, Sir Leonard Tilley. It
is understood that Dr. George M. Grant,
principal of Queens university, Kingston,
will deliver an address under the aus-
pices of the league on his visit here a few
months hence.
