An Important Orown Land Judgmient.

An impdrtant judgment in a matter of
COrown Land regulations was delivered at
the Iaat term of the Supreme Coprt, on
an appeal from the County Court of
Kent County, in which John Stevenson, a
defendant in the said County Contt was
appellaut and - Mr. Flanagan, a plaintift
io said court, was respondent. G| W.
Allen appeared for appellant and: D.
Jordan, Q. C., for respondent.

The following facts appeared iu evidence.

Crown Laod office for ninety acres of land
situdte on the Kouchibougnacis river, in thé
Couity of Kent. * Do thefifth of Siptemben)
1883 his application was gazetted as ap-
proved, #nd Antoing Robich wis d
ingly located on the land. He built upon
thelot a house and bara and cleared and
cu'tivated about one-and a half or two acres
of it. . In the fall of 1884 he sold to Dauiel
Robicheau the right to cat hemlock and
peel batk. Under this agreement Daviel
Robicheau peeled about 38 cords of bark,
which he sold and delivered to the respen-
dent, Flanagav, As Antoine Robicheau had
no grant of the land aad the bark was cut
outside.of his clearing, the gppellant, Steven-
son; & seiziog officer undér the Government,
seized the bark on: behalf of the Crown.
Stevenson and Daniel Rjbicheaun haviog met
shortly. after this, came: to an arrangement’
about tiie’ stumpage, and Daniel Robichean
gave Stevenson anorder on Flanagan for
fifty dollars in  settlement of the Crown
claim. On two different occasions in the
month of November of 1884, Flanagan made
part payments on the order, giving Steven-
son at one time $25 aud at another $6, but,
after réepeated applications on the part of
Stevenson; he finally refused to pay the
balance. Sgevenson accordingly repaid to
Flanagan the $31 he had received and pro-
ceeded to advertis2 and sell the bark, which
was bouzht by hims:lf for the Crown.

In the following June, Stevenson having
heard that Flanagamw was shipping the bark
went to the captain of the vessel and forbade
him from touching itfurther., From the
vissel he went to the Respondent’s office,
where he met the respondent and his at-
torney, sod ‘he.there entered into an ar-
rangement by which the respondent was to
piy the Daniel Robichean order and the
appellant was to release the bark; according-
‘ly, then and there, Stevenson received the
tifty dollars from Flanagan. delivered to him
the Daniel Robichean order and releastil the
bark. Flanagan admitted - that he had in
bis hands funds of Daniel Robicheau to pay
the order, and his ledger, which was is evi-
dence, showed he had charged the fifty dol-
lars against Daniel Robich

In delivering jadgment on 25th ult., the
Chief Juostice said:—

I think theappeal in thig ease should be
allowed on the first objection taken. 3

...The. .qnestion_.arisss under the Cous
golidated Statutes, C. 14, mhtmg o the
sett'ement of Crown Lands.

Scetion 1, of that act suthorises
Gowernor in Council to.cause portions of
vacant Crown Lands in the Provioce to
selected for settlement, and to caunse public
roads to be made to and through such lands, .

Section 3, directs tha% the lands so sue-
veyed may be located to parsous Who do not
own aiy other lands in the Province, upon
certain conditions of oceupation and improve-
ment, and performance of labour on the
roads; on compliscce with which, a graot of
the land is o issue.

One of the rules and regulations made by
the Governor-in il under the authorit
of the Act, declares that before. any ap-
plicant for land shall be permitted to cat
any timber or lumber ypon the land, (exceps
that cut in clearing the land for cultivation)
be shall transmit to the Sarveyor-General, &
certificate frum the Labor Act Commisioner,
that be has performed the necessary amount
of labour.

THE BIGGEST SAW-MILL IN THE WORLD.
Ozae hundred and thirty men are at
present engaged in the construction of
Mr. J. R. Booth’s new mill at the Chau-
dierre. This mill when tinished in July
will be without exception, the largest and
finest in the world. It will have the
largest capacity, and the machinery will
be the most modern and best adapted for
turning out lumber in big quantities.
The leading improvements in the mill
will be the 13 new band saws introduced.
The largest number of band saws used in
any mill in the world at present is 10 and
they are in a mill in Minpesota. These
band saws set in position cost aver $3,000
each, making an expenditure for Mr.
Booth on these saws alone of about $65,-
000. Besides these 13 band saws there
will be two twin cireulars and two wicks
gatesused. In the past only one wicks
gate has been vused. The band saws are
being introduced for the great saving they
sfford in the cutting of the lumber.
Where eight boards are sawed now, nine
will be sawed by the band saws. An in-
teresting featnre of th new mill will be the
provision made, if necessary, to save the
‘saw dust and prevent its falling into the
river. "About 1,600 men will be employ-
ed by ‘the firm this summer.
