PORTLAND, Me., Oct. 25.—Three 
men belonging to the U. 8. transport 
Kilpatrick and a Portland man were 
drowned In the outer harbor last night. 
The victims were a sergeant of one of 
the companies on board the ship, the 
captain’s cabin boy, a ship’s carpenter, 
and Ft-ed Stanlford of Portland, a man 
about 28 years of age, who was em­
ployed at the fish market of Quincy 
Dyer on Portland pier. The names of 
the soldiers were not known.

So far as can be learned the affair 
was not reported to anyone on shore 
py any of the officers of the ship be­
fore she sailed at 6 o’clock this morn- 
ng for New York with two companies 

of Coast Artillery for Fort Schuyler. 
What Is known here about the affair 
was learned from Capt. A. W. Yates 
of the U. 9. quartermaster’s depart­
ment, staioned In this city. Capt.
Mrs. Yates were on board the trans­
port when the accident occurred. Ac­
cording to the story told by them, a 
man from the city came up to the 
transport, which was anchored off Fort 
Georges, about 6 o'clock last evening 
with a party of soldiers from shore. He 
had started to leave, when he was ask­
ed if he would not take another 
ashore, and consented. He took the 
men Into the boat, but so heavily was 
she loaded that on leaving the ship she 1 
took In water and sank almost imme­
diately. It was dark, but boats 
lowered and an attempt made to pick 
up the men who were struggling In the 
water. When all who could be found 
were on board It was learned that the 
three soldiers were missing, 
who had charge of the boat 
lost.
..Dyer's flsh market It was stated 
that Stanlford volunteered to take the 
men down to the ship for 31.50, and 
borrowed one of Mr. Dyer’s boats to do

The first step taken by the 
new corporation was to secure control 
of the People’s Bank of Halifax, 
eem which, according to banking re­
turns for 1002, has a paid-up capital of 
1700,000. The News was informed by 
a well known Toronto financier that 
Mr. Stairs now controls about seventy- 
five per cent, of the capital stock. 
The founders of the new Alliance Bank 
have of late been trying to form an 
amalgamation with some bank ln the 
province of Ontario, and negotiations 
are today on foot with the Metropoli­
tan Bank to this end.
