The exhibition of forty dollars shall " be awarded to the pupil of the
Senior form whe shall stand first on ¢he list of Examiners, and the
second exhibition of twenty dollars to the pupil of all the other forms
Who shall stand first-on the list of the Examiners,

" No Pupil shall be entitleq to the highest exhibition unlesy the
examination he has Passed shall be such as to qualify him to matriculate
at King’s College, though not compulsory for him so to do,

Several years ago a third prize was added to the number, viz,, one of
ten dollars for the best scholar in the F rench language, open for competj-
tion to the whole school.

The Committee in charge of this prize fund offer for the year 1886,
a prize of fifteen dollars for the best scholar in French, open to all the
