Mr. W. T, White, first vlce-presldenll
last week at an antl-reciprocity mass
meeting in Massey Hall, Toronto, as
the representative of the eighteen
Liberals who put themselves on re-
cord several months ago as being op-
posed to the reciprocity agreement.
Mr. White was one of the eighteen
who signed the manifesto, and spoke
at the meeting held in Massey Hall
last winter to express their opposition
to the .compact. His latest speech
made as great an impression on his
hearers as the one he delivered at the
first meeting, and the fact that he was
cheered again and again proved that
he had a sympathetic audience. He
spoke as follows:

“In my opinion this is not a ques-
tlon of party politics. It is a great
economic and national issue in which
all minor political differences are ab-
sorbed and merged. It is a question
above parties and above individuals.

“It is greater than all the candi-
dates, greater than Sir Wilfrid, great-
er than Mr. Borden,

“In this matter I consider myself
