Order Maintained.

As soon as the fire was discov-
ered all the women were ordered to
quit the building immediately. They
were thoroughly familar with the fire
drill and they marched out in the
streets without the slightest disorder.

The male employees attacked the
flames with sand pending the -arrival
of the fire brigade.

Temporary repairs were started im-
mediately after the fire had died out,
to restore emergency cemmunication
with the English cities and with Am-
erica and the continent, but the dam-
age to the instruments and wires was
so great that some days will elapse
before work on ‘a mormal scale can
be resumed.

The branch offices about town have
thousands of messages for places in
thig country and on the continent and
others are still accumulating. The
only communication with the outer
world for three hours was by tele
phone to Paris.

a declaration of the policy by the
United States that the canal shall be
neutral, that the attitude of this gov
ernment towards the commerce of
the world is that all nations will be
treated alike, and no discrimination
made by the United States against
any one of them observing the rules
adopted by the United States. In
other words, it was a conditional
favored nation treatmeht, the measure
of which, in the abserice of express
stipulation to that effect, is not what
the country gives to its own natives,
but the treatment it extends to other
pations’

“Thus it is seen that the rules are
but the basis of neutralization intend-
ed to effect the meutrality which the
United States was willing should be
the character of the canal, and not
intended to Mmit or hamper the Unit-
ed States in the exercise of its
sovereign power to deal with its own
commerce, using its own canal in
whatsoever manner it saw fit.”
