‘ FINE MARCH.

Official Account of Gemeral Yule’s
March from Dundee.

Carz Town, Oot. 20—~The following
official data are made public regarding
the fighting near Dundee:—

“The Boer losses during Friday’s ene
gagement at Talani Hill are estimated
at 500 in killed and wounded.

“Yesterday the divisional stafl was re-
constituted. The country was clear of
the enemy eastward; but, as big forces
were reported closing in on Dandee from
the north and west, it was comnsidered
advisable to move the British force acroes
the railway to @ new poaition south of
the camp. During the afternoon the
infantry moved out and began entrench-
ing 8 new position. All available tran:-
ports were utilized to carry storee.

“At 4 in the afternoon the enemy
opened fire on the entrenchmens and
camp from the phoulder of Impati
mountain,with two six-inch guns,getting
a fairly accurate aim over a range of
7,000 yards. The soft ground rendered
tae percussion faies ussless. Ia spite of
the falling shella 5he wagons were loaded
with etoree. Lieut, Hannah and an
artillery officer were killed.

CAPTURE OF THE HUSSARS.

An Official Account of the Lost
Squadron,

Dureax, Oct. 28—(Delayed in trans
mission)—The following official account
of the capture of the equadron of the
18th Hussars by the Boers is given by
Oaptain Hardy:—

“After the battle at Glencoe three

#quadrons of the 18th Hussars, with a
Mexim, & company. of the Dublin
Fusiliers, and & detachment of mounted
infantry, Ool.

Cark Town, Oct, 29—A despatch to the
South African News from Pretoria says
the Boer loss at Elandslasgte was 36
killed and 64 wounded..

According to a despatch to the Cape
Times from Ladyemith, the natives ssy
that the Boer losses in the fighting at
Reitfontein 1ast Tuesday were at least 80
in killed and 150 in wounded.

The same correspondent says that
smail Boer raiding parties continne
their depredations among the villages
and several farma have been looted.

BOZRS GOT OOUT.

And Took Their Guns With Them
When the British Advanced.

LonpoN, Oet. 30—The war office here
hag received a despatoh which says Gen.
White has fought an engagement, pre-
sumably with Gen. Joubert’s forces,
which was pushed back after several
hours’ fighting. The British loat about
100 men and the Boer losses were much
greater. The Boers were in larger num-
bers and had better artillery.

Gen. White’s despatch, which was
dated 4.30 p. m. today, read:—

“] employed a!l the troops here, ex-
cept the obligatory garrison before the
works. I gent s mountain batiery, the
Royal Irish Fasiliers and the Glouces-
ters to take up & poeition c¢n the hills to
clear my jeft flonk. The force moved at
11 yesterday evening and dwring some
nicht firing the battery mules stamped-
ed with some of the guus, which, how-
ever, I hope to recover, These two bat-
talions have not yet returned, but are
expe-téd this evening. .

“] detailed two brigade divisions of
fleld artiliery and five battalions of in-
fantry, aided by cavalry, under General
French, to attack a position upon which
the enemy yesterday mounted guns. We
found this position evacuated, but our
force was sattacked with considerable
vigor by what I believe were General
Joubert’a troope. They had many guns
and showed in great maumbers. Oar
troops were all in action and we pushed
the ememy back several m:les, but did
aot succeed in reaching his laager. Oar
Icssen are es'imated at between 80 snd
100, but those of the enemy must have
been much greater, the fire of oar
guns appearing very sffective.

“After being in action several hours, I
withdrew the trocops and they returned
unmolested to their cantonments. The
enemy are in grest nombers and their
guns range farther than our fleld guns.

“I now have some naval guns. which
have temporarily silenced and, I hope,
will permanently dominate the enemy’s
best gune, with which he has been
bombarding the town at a range of over
six thousand yards.”

BOER GUNS SILENCED..

The Naval Brigade’s Practice was
too Skilful for Boer Gunners.

Lapysuirs, Oct 30, p. m,—~The advance
was made at dawn with the object of
shelling the Boers from the position
where yesterday they had mounted &
number ofguar. Oa reaching the apot,
however, it was found that they had
evacuated the position.

The British eontinued to advance and
the movement developed into a recon-
naissance in force. The enemy were
posted on a range of hilla having a front-
vge of abont 16 miles. Ths British force
was disposed in the followirg order: On

The seheme was
well devi but failed im execution,
owing to the lact that the Boer position
w‘l:idch formed our objective, was evacu-
ated,
Oar quickly reduced the
volume of the enemy’s fire, but tne at-
tack delivered on omr right flank was
the principal one, and the colamn was
Amnunllod to change.

The enemy now began to develop &
heavy counter sttack, and as they wers
in great numerieal superiority General
White gave orders for the infantry to be
graduelly withdrawn. The mdvemens
was carried out with great steadiness
and deXberation,undercover of our guns,
which made exceilent practice.

Some shells were thrown into _the
town from the enemy’s 40.pounders at &
range of 8,000 yards, but no damage was
done. The engagement lasted s:veral
hours and reeulted, on our side, in
caualties estimated af from 90-to 100:
The Boer losses must have largely ex-
ceeded thia total.

The attack was admirably delivered
by our right and the Boers were fair!
driven out of ome of their strongholds
near Lombard’s Kopje. It wae not: pos-
sible, hon;or,to a:h‘thn lv.\.ccl:- much
further, as beyond that poin 2 laa
broken ridge affording every {indt 4
natural cover.

the fuilest advantage,

Our sheils failed to dislodge the Boers:
and, as our infantry moved forward im
extended order, they ecame under &
heavy and well direcsted rifte fize the
effact of which was so>n apparent.
