London Collector Paid That for Frigate
Bird's Egg: Ve

A single bird’s egg was sold recently in
London for $225. It is common for the
eggs of rare birds to cost as much as a
grod horse. = They are not bought for
hatching them, but merely to adorn the
museums of egg collectors. : !

The most expensive birds’ eggs at pres.
ent are those of the graceful frigate bird.
These are laid two in number on a crude
platform of sticks which serves as a
nest. The eggs are so rare that naturalists
differ as to their exact size and color.

The egg sold in London, which was
claimed to be a genuine frigate egg, was
pinky white color. Amother specimen,

which brought $50,- was® grayish white,
with faint mottlings at the thick end. !

The eggs of the great morthern driver,
which ‘are becoming scarcer every year,
frequently bring $25 apiece; especially
fine specimens bring much more.

The bearded tit’s nest
has become so rare that $20 can be easily
had for a single one of its eggs. These
cggs are - very small and are frequently
mistaken for those of the common wren.

The .crested grebe’s eggs, which were
very common a few years ago, are be-
coming exteremely Tare. being worth at
least $5 apiece.—New York World.

The special agent of the United Stales
department of agriculture in charge of the
experiment station at Sitka, Alaska, ve-
ports that there is not the slightest doubt
that grain can be matured almost any-
where in Alaska. e obtained samples
of perfectly ripe barley, oats, wheat and
rye -from- several points in- the interior,

These grains were grown and matured
during 1900. With one exception - they
grew from seed accidentally scattered and
grown wild. If the grain will grow and
mature* without culture, it is reasonabie
to suppose that it will grow and improve
if properly planted.

Flax was--also grown at Sitka. It at-~

tained a height ofimore .than three feet.
Mature seed are produced and a fibre of
excellent’ quality. There is no doubt that
flax would be an excellent crop to raise.

Gone to South Dakota, It Is Said for
» Divorce—Lily Langtry Recalled.

5 New York, April 5—Despatches from
Sioux Falls, 8. D., say that Frederic Geb-
llard, the New York clubman, has arrived
at that place, accompanied by his valet
and 11 trunks. He says he is there on
business, but ‘there is little question that
the real purpose is to acquire a residence
ko that he can begin proceedings for di-
yorce from his wife.
! Frederic Gelliard married Louise Hol-
lingsworth Morris of Baltimore on March
14, 1894. Mr. 'Gebhard ‘was 37 years old
then. His bride was 22. Among the wed-
fling gifts that the groom gave to the
bride were a $50,000 diamond  necklace
and pendant and a superb ruby, said to
be worth $20,000. 1

Mrs. Gebhard, who was known as ‘one
of Baltimore's "*big five” most beautiful
woren; is a daughter ‘of John B: Morris
of Baltimore, and a niece of Mrs. Richard,
Irvin of this dity. She first met Mr. Geb-
hard in the summer of 1892, when they
were both guests at her aunt’s vottage at
Narragansett Pler. They were vexry much
devoted 1o each other after that, and
Mr. Gebhard’s, gifts to Miss Morris were |
the cause of periodical rumors of their en-
gagement. Among his gifts was a famous
Scotch terrier named Dimples. The en-
gagement was not formally announced in
Baltimore until January, 1894.

Mr. Gebhard’s first love affair of which
there is newspaper record was with Miss
Leonie Jerome, now Mrs. “Jack” Leslie.

| They were engaged for a year, and then

Lily Langtry came to this country in 1882
with a  chaperon. In the course of her
second week’s appearance here Mr. Geb-
hard’ was introduced to her. The actress
fell in love with Mr. Gebhard’s horses.
She enjoyed her:first sleighride behind a
pair from his stables. He apparently fell
in love with her and followed her from
town 1o town on her American tour, al-
ways taking the horses along with him.
They lived at the same hotels. He had
several fights on Lily’s account, and their
relations were one of the chief topics of
elub gossip. The chaperon gave up. her
regponsibilities, and went back to Kurope
alone. : -

The friendship between Mr. Gebhard
and the actress lasted six or seven years.

There have been rwmors of, disagreement
between Mr., and Mrs. Gebhard for two
vears or so, and it Wwas understood that
they had not been living together for a
long time, the report being that Mrs. Geb-
hard had gone to live with her relatives
in Baltimove. ..

The defendant put in an answer deny-
ing negligence ~and asserting that the
plaintiff was to blame. ‘This the jury evi-
dently did not think was a sufficient ex-
cuse for the speed of the automobile. J.
Edward Swanstrom appeared as counsel
for the plaintiff and Kugenc Lamb Rich-
ards for the defendant.

Johannesburg, April 5—Lord Kitchener
lias personally presented the Red Cross
medal to Madame Ferriers, head of the
French ambulance detachment, for her
services to the British wounded.

Tondon, April 5—A business letter re-
ceived from Natal says -that the holding
up of trains and the capture of mail bags
for the Transvaal and Bloemfontein are
of such frequent occurrence that import-
ant documents are no longer entrusted to
the mails, and from Pretoria it is reported
that the ravages of horse sickness were
very great, and that little could be done
to arrest or even check its progress.

This last fact would account for the
slackness” that has been apparent for
some time in the prosecution of the cam-
paign -in the Transvaal by the British,
and for the circumstance that so much
of the work has fallen.on the infantry.
The Bogers must also be suffering fromn
the effects of the horse sickness, though
probably in a less degree than the Brit-
ish, whose horses are nearly all foreign.

The maritime boys’ work committee met
Baturday at the ¥. M. C. A. parlors.
There were- present Dr. F. W. Barbour,
Fredericton, chairman of the finance com-
mittee; Mr. J. A. Irvine, Halifax, chair-
man of the‘camp committee; Rev. E. W.
Forbes, Waterville, N. 8., secretary; Mr.
H. J. Smith, St. John, chairman of con-
ference committee; Mr. David Donald, St.
John, chairman of the meeting, and Mr.
A. W. Robb, of Charlottetown, general
supervisor.

The matter of selecting camping grounds
this coming summer for the three differ-
ent sections of the association was dis-
cussed and finally agreed upon, with the
exception of section No. 1, which is that
of New Brumswick.

1t was generally understood, though,
that as soon as navigation opens on the
St. John river, along which stream the
section expects to choose its camping
ground, the decision will be made. A site
near Grand Lake is now under favorable
consideration.

Coneering the other sections, it was
agreed that No. 2 be at River John, N.
§., and have as its leader Mr. Warren
Steele, of Aecadia College, Wolfville. Sec-
tion 3 will be at New Campbellton, C. B.,
and 'its leader Mr. Henry Kent, of Truro.

With regard to the leadership of section
1 it was finally consented” to appoint Dr.
¥. W. Barbour, of Fredericton.

A.-W. Robb, of Charlottetown, who last
year was leader of No. I'section.

The tents and camp equippage of Nos.
2 and 3 sections are not ‘as yet completed,
but in this respect they differ from No. 1,
which is quité’in readiness. Nos. 2 and 3
sections’ lack of outfit is, however, being
rapidly remedied by an efficient com-
mittee.

REPORTED LOST IN KLONDIKE.
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TOE OF INMIGHTON
* FLOWING TOWARD. CAWAD

From Europe, the United States and
Canada men who are dissatisfied with
their surroundings and - epportunities are
flocking to'the great Canadian west, which
half the world knows as a promise land.
Almost every ship from Kurope which
docks at New York, St. John, Halifax,
Portland or Montreal, catfies families who
in strange tongues are inquiring the way
to Manitoba or the Northiwest Territories.
In the summer time thg tide of immigra-
tion flows very strongly to the west, and
finally scatters over the broad prairies of
Manitoba and the Northwest Territories.
These lands, which have been lying idle for
ages, are being fertilized by this human
flood and made to serve man after long
useless years. i

Blue books as a rule contain a great deal
of very interesting information which is

who reads a government report has a
motive other than amusement. The annu-
al blue ‘book of the interior department
states that during the year immigration
increased the population of the Canadian
northwest between 40,000 and 50,000.
There is a great increase in the demand
for farm.lands in Western Canada. *“The
vast area .of land. disposed of represenis
bver 4,000 quarter-sections. Allowing one
settler for each quarter-section disposed of
and one each for the 8,000 entries granted
by the department, it gives, in round numn-
bers, a total of 12,000 settlers who have
Jocated on. lands. in Manitoba and the
Northwest Territories . during the past
year; and allowing an average of four for
each family, the total number of souls
that have been added to the rural popu-
lation might, very fairly be estimated at
48,000, which would about agree with the
statement of the commissioner of imni-
gration at Winnipeg to the effect that over
25,000 people registered at his office during
the first six months of the calendar year.
Should this estimate, however, appear too
optimistic, there can be no question that
at least 10,000 -settlers took up lands in
the periods mentioned, that is, allowing
8,000 for the free homestead entries and
2,000. for the 4,000 quarter-sections sold.
This, at four per family, would give a
total of 40,000 souls, -which is in itseif a
very remarkable showing, when it is. borne
in mind that a considerable proportion of
the incoming immigrants hire out ‘with
farmers, or engage in the work of railway
construction during. the first yeAr of their
arrival, and. before sclecting their hold-
ings.” . i
By no means were all of these people
foreigners. Twenty-two hundred ' home-

tario, Quebec, Nova Scotia and Prince
Edward Island. From the United. States
1,426 men came and made homestead en-
tries. Three hundred and fifty entries
were made by men from ‘Great Britain.
There were 1,000 Galician entries, and, .
fact, every country of Europe except Tur-
key sent a few homesteaders.

The United States heads the list of for-
eign countries in contributing citizens to
Canada. They have not gone from the

east to the west so much as from the
south to the north. The states which con-
tributed most largely were Dakota, Minne-
sota, Nebraska, Michigan, Indian Terri-
tory and Kansas. The men who crossed
the 49th parallel belonged to a good class.
They are men who. had accumulated some
property in the west and were impelled to
move north by tidings of a better land
and the ambition to take full advantage of
their opportunity. e

The records of the interior department.
show that the west is being rapidly filled
fip, and the unoccupied land taken. Dur-
ing the year ending June 30th, 1899, 845,-
920 acres were taken for homesteads, and
duyring the year ending June 30, 1900, 1,-
188,160 acres were taken for the same pur-
pose. It will only be a few years until
the varied races which have settled in the
west will have been assimilated by the
eountry, and under the liberal laws turned
into good Canadian citizens. Sechools are
provided, which will make the second gen-
eration a better one than that which is
now pioneering in the virgin country. The
process which has been found so success-
ful in the United States is being repeated
u(rlulcr more favorable conditions in Can-
ada. :
' The interior report says: “It is very
satisfactory to note that the people who
have been induced to move to Canada this
year are reported to be of a very desi
able class. It  is of much moment, n<
doubt, that the settlement of the country
should be proceeded with as quickly as
possible, but it is of still greater import-
ance that the settlers coming in to take
possession of our vacant lands, and who
4vill eventually enjoy the benefits of Cana-
dian citizenship, should be ‘thrifty and in-
dustrious and possessed of sufficient means
to ‘enable them to successfully engage in
agricultual ‘or other pursuits. The depart-
ment has, therefore, made it a point to
impress strongly upon the minds of all its
agents ‘the necessity for exercising 'the
greatest care in the selection of persons
who 'should be induced to come to this
country, and, further, restrictive measures
have been enforced with a view to pre-
venting the entry of any undesirable,ar-
rivals.” Ll e

And, in conclusion, on & much debated
subject: ‘It is very satisfactory to note
‘that both the Galicians and Doukhoebors
are rapidly adapting themselves to the
manners of the couutry, especially in re-
gard to language, which is, no doubt, the
first and most important step towards
their becoming true Canadians. Many of
these people, although they have been in
the country for scarcely two or three
vears, are now reported to have a fair
knowledge of the English language. Whil¢

this is certainly to the advantage of thel

country, as it tends to the unificatio

the different elements which must neces-
sarily meet and live side by side in West-
ern Canada, it will at the same time be
of material benefit to these settlers them-
selves, as they will thus be placed on a
footing of equality with older residents in
matters of trade and education.”—Mont-
