Concerning nationalization, it would have
to include the far west and the greaf
lakes. Every port had its aspirations, and
it must not be forgotten that-all were ask-
ing for recognition. In a few years the
great trade of the Orient would nbt be
second to the Atlantic traffic, and Canade
would be called to gssume greater bur-
dens.
As far as the preliminary and essential
work in St. John was concerned, it was
for the benefit of the whole deminion, and
he would exert all his influence in that
direction, not only in the interest of St.
John but of the province and the people
of the dominion at large.

The Senate and Commons.

George Robertson rose to propose the
toast of the Senate of Canada and the
House of Commons, coupling with it the
names of Senator Ellis and Charles Mar-
cil, M. P.
