dations are made; and the commissioners
speak very highly. of New Brunswick as
a sheep raising country, comparing this
province to the souva of Scotland.

Their - report. in detail on New Bruns-
wick “follows:

“The physical conditions of New Bruns-
wick are not unlike those of Nova Scotia
except that the rolling tendency of the
land is more abrupt and a’ much larger
arvea is covered with timber. Climatic

conditions are also similar with, the excep-|

tion of some of the hill country towards
the western side of the province where
the winter snows and frosts are more

Scotia. The large cities of the New Eng-

land States are comparatively near, and
with their numeroug mills and mines have
offered much’ inducement to the ~young
people, thereby, producing. a-vety unheal-
thy ‘effect’ on. :agricultufal , inteérests; so
mueh 80, that the proportion of good farm
land abandoned in this province is greater
than in any of the others. The movement
of young people away from home to other
work has resulted in the same condition
as was observed to be the'case in Nova
Scotia. '

Suggestions.

“In the rich low farms of the valley,
dairying is quite generally followed and
with encouraging results in some sections.
As most of the abandoned farme and also
gome that are still occupied are a con-
siderable distance from the railway ‘or
other means of communication with large
centres of population, the production of
perighable produce cannot‘ be pursued’ to
much advantage, especially when it has to
be marketed daily. Live stock, however, |
when ready for market, may be delivered
at several seasons of the year, and may
also be allowed to carry itself to shipping
poinis, which is not so in the case 'of
dairy and garden products. That the farm
productions of such abandoned. districts
should be in the form of liveistock can
be distinctly understood without further
explanation.

“Such country with high roiling hill
and/ well watered pastures, growing vari-
ous’kinds of short, sweet natural grass and
white clover, specially adapted for sheep,
can be readily accepted as being suitable
for their cultivation in quite Considerable
numbers. During our visit to this prov-
ince, our attention was continually direct-

ed to the presence, over much of this
territory, of second growth timber. ;\{uch\
of this growth is worthless now, and al-
ways will be, in comparison with the land |
whereon it grows. Were it cleared away,1
we do not know of amy country more |
closely- resembling the hill districts of ,thel
sputh of Bcotland and, except for the posi- |
tive need of winter- feeding, sheep could
be handled in much the same manper.

The advantages possessed by such dis-
tricts for -profitable sheep raising are so
palpable, that it would be a profitable un-
dertaking to clear this worthless second-
growth and then make sheep farming a
specialty. This would undoubtedly bring
new life and prosperity to those sparsely
populated districts, and at the same time
secure a source of revenue to the province
generally.
