Nobody for a moment supposes
that the ministers or their followers will listen
to any arguments advanced against their deter-
mined programme. Sir Jobn is in a position
to usk with Shakspedre’shero “ on what com-
pulsion must I?”'—or his attitude is perhaps
better represented as a counterpart of that of
the recent distinguished municipal Statesman
of New York, who proponnded the unanswerable
conundrum, * What are you goinz to do about
it?”

Finst PacE.—The incidents connected with
this Redistribation Bill and some other mea-
sures which have been carried through Parlia-
ment dunng the preseot session, give peculiar
point and force to the utterances of Rev, Prinei-

pal Grant, made recently in an address to the
students of Queen's College. That address has
been widely published and we hope more widely
read and pondered. The Principal, who is one
of Canada's intcllectunl ornaments, inveighs
against the stupidity and wickedness of party-
ism when it goes the length of dethroning
men's moral seansibilities avd paralyzing their
conseiences. He utterly fails to see any reason
why Capada, in ordinary times, cannot be gov-
erned without the ‘* machine.” It is proper
and inevitable that parties should be formed
for the discussion and setilement of specific
questions, biit thero i3 neither reason nor pru-
dence in sustsining these distinctions—but, as
experience has shown, a great deal of positive
evil. Principal Graat’s watohword is ‘‘Loyalty

to Canada,” and if that sentimeut were sin-

cerely adopted by our political leaders to-mor-
row, present party lines would inevitably melt
away, But seltivhness and not loyalty is the
ruling force at present.
