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The 4 city blocks above comprise North Garneau, wholly owned by
the U of A. Students now live in those houses (yes, you're right;
they do look like rectangles, not houses), but this summer some of
them will be bulldozed to make way for new housing. All residents
have been served eviction notices for April 1.
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“Sometimes we (staff) are not
sure where our next set of ears will
be until the last moment. Some of
our sources are stealing from old
Gateways, a book of Quotations,
washrooms, (the printable ones),
and of course at times we get
inspired.”

Inspiration probably did not
create, "Show me a hooker with
asthma... and I'll show you a girl

“Puns and pure silliness are
my favorites,” says McElgunn.

While McElgunn espouses
his humor for fun theory, Dr.
Watson still holds to his Freudian
views.

"We forget that the staff also
reads,” explains Watson. “They
control the content, ipso facto,
they provide the motivation.”

“‘Basically, a formof
schizophrenia occurs and the
press staff dissociate themselves
from their journalistic respon-
sibilities, and express . their
frustration,” continues Watson.
“In lay peoples terms, ears act as
an outlet to take Lhefp shots at
people because the staff is blocked
from slandering or libeling.”

"By the way,” says Watson,

“my favorite set of ears are: '‘God

is dead - Neitzsche... Neitzsche is

dead — God'(Tuesday, April 4,
1978)."
