WHAT IS BEING DONE IN THE
VATICAN OBSERVATORY ?

Our third and last query : What has
been, and what is being, accomplished by
the Vatican Observatory ? is parvially
answered in the foregoing sketch of
Pathers Denza and Lais, and altheugh
much more might be written on this
point, our space will admit of but a
passing reference. The importance of
this institution in the scientific world
wmay be learned from the fact that it
exebanges reports with over 300 Astro-
momical Observatories, and is in con-
stant correspondence with 122 Italian,
and 259 foreign Institutes and Societie
Its own astronomic and physcial re-
cords, enriched with numerons photo-
graphic and lithographic views, have
Bbeen published in six volumes entitled,
¢« Publications of the Vatican Observa-
tory,’” bearing the dates 1891-93-94-98
and 1902 respectively. These volumes
cemprise the results of much valuable
work in photographing the moon and
planets, comets, nebulae and stellar
spectra ; and of the clouds also have
been made many pictures of deep inter-
est and great value to meteorologists.
The events of greatest importance im-
mediately connected with the Vatican
Observatory must ever be, of course,
the substitution of the Gregorian for
the Julian Calendar, for thereby a
revolution was accomplished in the
method of computing the flight of time
for all ages and for practically the
whole civilized world.—Rev. James
