photograph» of the Bishop» of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church in the United States :

The whole chbrch is to be congratulated on 
the character^ her episcopacy. It springs from 
the people; each of our bishops was sent out 
into the work by lay votes, and under the aus 
pices of some quarterly conference.

Our bishop» are elevated to their positions 
for merit, and are tried men ; none of them have 
failed to represent us, none of them have re­
proached us. We voted for the three new men 
elected because we km w them ; knew them well, 
and had the most unbounded frith in their abili­
ty, integrity and devotion to truth and Metho­
dism. There were many other good men in the 
General Conference who would make excellent 

'bishops, but the three elected seemed prominent 
for services and for ability,

Bishop Clark is,a most prudent, pious, accom­
plished man, elastically educated, polished in 
manners, and wise in council, lie will preside 
with care, dignity, impartiality, and will execute 
honestly and promptly. We have not heard 
Bishop Clark preach much, but judge that he is 
characterized rather by clearness and plainness, 
than by the more startling qualities of eloquence. 
We never beard of his making a failure ; we 
never heard of congregations being overwhelmed 
by his eloquence. He is a solid, useful preach­
er, and teaches especially by a spotless example.

At a distance of fire miles from Petersburg, 
the Weldon and Danville railroad* are five mile* 
apart. The main body of Lee’s army is now 
posted in the triangular space thus formed, 
equally available for the city or either of these 
roads, as circumstances may require.

The mortality in the Federal army, since the 
operations before Petersburg began, both from 
casualties in battle, and from sickness, ha* been 
far greater than the published accounts indicate, 
and the army is really greatly weakened. The 
efficiency of the army, too, is greatly impaired 
by the loea of efficera which it has sustained dur­
ing the last H w eeks. Some of the divisions are 
commanded by brigadier generals who have re­
cently been promoted, and many of the brigades 
are commanded by colonels.

Church, we observe that at the Meeting of Con­
vocation held at Westminster on Tuesday, a Re­
solution containing a synodical condemnation of 
the volume known as “Essays and Reviews 
was carried. The Resolution was proposed by 
the Bishup of Oxford, seconded hy Bishop Elli- 
cott, and sternously supported by tne Primate. 
The Bishop of London opposed the resolution, 
and stated that in his opinion the whole question 
had far better be left to subside, and trial the im­
portance attached to it had filled him with asto­
nishment. The Magnates of the Establishment 
seemed to he nervously afraid of the slightest al­
teration. The trifling Bill brought into the House 
of Peers by Lord Gage which merely provided 
that instead of the lessons taken from the Apo­
crypha, an officiating clergyman might lie per- 
mittérl, it he thought fit, to substitute portions of 
Canonical Scripture, evoked a most formidable 
opposition on the part of the Episcopal Bench. 
The Prelates appear to look upon their Church 
as a house made of cards ; if one card be dis 
placed, the whole will immediately follow. In 
Convocation this week the question of the Revi­
sion of the Burial Service appears likely to be 
shelved. The High Church party are in favour 
of the restoration of Church ilicipline, generally 
and a discriminating use of the Burial Service, 
hut the Evangelicals are almost to a man op­
posed to it. A Mr. Vincent said, in the discus­
sion in Convocation on Tuesday, that if Church 
dicipline were restored, it would iptpose a most 
onerous duty on the clergy, and that it waa con­
trary to all the habits, feelings, and opinions of 
the jieople of England for the last hundred and 
fifty years. If the Evangelicals can produce no 
better arguments than this, they will soon be 
deprived of any logical standing. Mr. Spurgeon 
baa recently done h:s best to put them in an 
awkward position in regard to the question of 
B ptisra. lits sermon upon Baptismal Regenera­
tion ha* produced great irritation.

Very 
recently she cha»ed end came up with one of the 
Chine.e expeditionary force returning to Eng­
land, and ran alongside with her guns pointed 
and crew at quarters before (he could be con­
vinced cf her mistake, for the expeditionary 
vessel wa* very like the celebrated Confederate 
cruiser. The Kearsage was then described as 
likely to prove a formidable overmatch for the 
Alabama, having higher steam power and rate 
of speed, a crew • nearly double' that under Cap­
tain Semmee, and, unlike her sister ship the 
Tuiearora, carrying ten, instead of eight, very 
heavy 11-inch shell guns—so-called Columbiads 
of the American navy. The Alabama, on the 
contrary, is stated to have bed only two rifled 
heavy gun* and six broadside 32-pounder*. The 
Confederate, too, after her long cruise, was sore­
ly in ceed of a refit. Part of her copper, it is 
said, was off, and her bottom waa covered with 
long weeds.

When the men came on bond the Deerhound 
they h«J nothing en but their drawers and shirt* 
having been stripped to fight, and one of the 
men, with a sailors devotedneaa, insisted on see­
ing hia captain, who waa then lying in Mr. Lan­
caster's cabin in a very exhausted state, as he 
had been intrusted hy Capt. Semmea with the 
ship's papers, and to no one else would he give 
them up. The men were all anxious about their 
captain, and were rejoiced to find that he bed 
been saved. They appeared to be a tet of first 
rate fellows, end to act well together in perfect 
union under the most trying circumstances, Mr.

Great pluck was shown on both sides during the 
action. On board the Alabama all the hammocks 
were let loose, and arrangements had been made 
for sinking her rather titan she should be esplur 
rd. As far aa is known, not a relic of the Ala­
bama is in possession of her successful rival. 
When she was sinking Capt. Semmea dropped 
his own sword into the ses, to prevent the pos­
sibility of it getting into their hands, and the 
gunner made a hole in one of the Alabama’s 
boats and sank her for the same reason.

A letter in the Pari» Patrie state» that 
Semmea has announced that on the 15th of Au­
gust he will embark in a new Alabama, which 
will then be completed. The seamen of the 
old vessel will continue to receive pay and form 
part of the crew of the new cruiser.

Rumor points to the steamer Rapahannock, 
the ex-British war vessel which stole away from 
Sheercess to Calais as likely to be the vessel for 
Semmea.

A committee, headed by Admiral Anion, has 
been formed in London, to raise by a guinea sub­
scription, a fund for the purchase of a hand, 
some sword to replace that which Semmea sank 
with hia ship.
