Agricultsra] Notes.

The largést horse in America has

twenty hands high, weighs 2.500 pounds
and has never been’ broken or shod.
He is nearly a pure blood Clydesdale.
Of coarse he is a freak, and not likely
to be worth anything except for exhi-
bition purposes,

A writer in the Praclical Farme:
says : “I have cured miy horses of cclic
several times with common salt. Take
a large handful and put it paok as fa:
Lin the mouth as possible, Hold up the
rhead so they cannot spit it out. More
(balt will not hu#t thenn. They wili
rgenerally be all right in‘a day or two.

Here is a good recipe. for curing hog
meat so that it can be uséd ir. summen
as well as winter. Phe proportions are
to 1,000 pork take ten quarts fine salt,
thiree pounds brown sugar, and a little
saltpetre (dissolved.)’ Mix and rub on
as soon as cut up. The meat 18 laid on
a board about ten days, then sewed up
in a cloth bagging.

Fhe rarest bird in existence is a cer-
tain kind of peasant in Anmum, For
.many years its existence was known
only by the fact that its longest ana
'most splendid plumage was in mucl
request by mandarins for their head-
gear. A single skin is worth $400, ana
‘the living. bird would be priceless, but
|1t soon dies in eaptivity.

Cattle have been kuown to have been
poisoned by eating the leaves cf wild
cherry trees and shrubs. It is caused
by the prussie acid in the leaves, and it
.is estimated that one half pound of
Dblack cherry leaves may be considered
as a fatal quantity for a cow to eat. Ii
this be true the leaves of the cherry
tree should be exeluded from all hay.

Pigs may be made usefal in more
ways than ove. Recently an Australian
coasting steanrer struck: on a reef and
those ou board were likely to come to
grief. There being no rockets on the
ship. the eaptain tied a life line to some
pigs whichr formed part of the cargo,
and had all the animals put overboard.
The pigs swam to the shore taking the
fines with them, aud by establishing
\c)omn-zmicat.ion every soul on board was
rescued by means of travelling cages.

Wichita, Kan., Dec. 26—John Clark,
an inmate ‘of the Soldiers’ Home in
Dodge City, is‘said to have been buried
alive for two days. He had been ill
with typhoid fever. The doctor atten-
ding pronounced him dead and was
buried in the soldiers’ cemetery with
military honors.

Some of his comrades ‘declared that
they.did not believe Clark was dead.
Oune soldier named Hazen- persisted
that Clark had been buried alive and
demanded that the body be taken from
the grave. The doctor was recalled and
asked what he thought about the case.
Hazen insisted that Clark was subject
to sinking spells and with tydhoid
fever it would be worse. After consul-
tation it was decidgd to open the grave
When the coffin was opened it was seen
that Clarks hands were not in their
formar position, and there was moist-
ure upon the glass above his mouth.
Stimulants and careful nursing turned
the tide for Clark and death was robbed
of its victim.

When Clark was finally restored to
consciousness e said that he had been
half conscious of all that had happened
and knew that he had been buried
alive.

“Still, I could not do anything” said
the old soldier. *I was helpless, but
life bid nct desert me. It was an awful
thought. yet I could not cry out.

When I appeared to myself to be
dying the experience was a very pleas-
ant one. I seemed to be entirely free
irom trouble and passing into a new
realm.

When I began to recover' conscious-
ness I found myself in what seemed to
be a coffin, but I atonce knew that I
was not dead, becaunse my feet were
cold and I was hungry. Iknew ifI
were in heaven I would not be hungry,
and if T were in Lell my feet wonld not
be colb.” '
