THE LATEST edition of the Mis-
sionary, a rceord of the progress of
Christian unity, published at the Apos-
tolic Mission House, Washington, D, C,
eontains the following interesting sta-
tistics:
~¥From  the beginning of the Tractar-
fan Movment in 1899, there have been
received into the Catholic Church in
England, 446 clergymen, 417 members
of parliament, 205 officers of the army,

-39 baronets, 27 peers. Total 1,517.

Form these conversions 158 became
priests in the various religious orders,
while 290  have  joined..the - secular
priesthood. 445 of these converts
eame from Oxford, while Cambridge
University gave the Church 213.

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CONFERENGE AT

WAS OPE

THE HAGUE, June 15.—The second to

annua.l peace conference was opened
in this ecity this afternoon. The open-
ing session lasted scarcely twenty min-

utes- and was devoid of any incident
octside, of the cut and dried pre-ar-
xanged programme, It consisted simp-
1y of a short speech of welcome by Dr.
Van Tets Von Goudrian, the Nether-
lands foréign minister; the adoption of
a resolution to send telegrams of
greeting to Emperor Nicholas and
Queen Wilhelmina, and the delivery of
the eagerly awaited speech by M.
Nediloff, head of the Russian delega-
tion, who was unanimously chosen pre-
sident of the conference. The keynote
sounded by M. Nelidoff on behalf of
Russia was a crushing blow to the
pacificists. Theré was no mincing of
words when he spoke of the idea of
ultimate disarmament and the inau-
guration of a regime of univ ersal peace
was relegated to the Iimbo.

Stripped of its fine phrases the speech
of M, Nelidoff is considered a warning
to the conference to keep down the
plan to thé earth, and to continue the
plan of alleviating the horrors of war.

The pious vow that the powers should
study the question’ of lightgning mili=
tary establishmerts, with which the
first conference concluded its labor,
was not even mentioned. The speech,
however, at least clears the atrsosphere
and  shows that Rusgsia is detérmined
to try and keep the conference within
her programme, and that so far as the
discussion of the question of limitation
of armaments is concerned she lines
up with Germany and Austria on her
side. The delegates who insist that
