The announcement of the somewhat 
unexpetced death of John Kirkland, J. 
P„ of Ladner’s Landing, will be re­
ceived with profound regret by that 
gentleman’s numerous friends and ac­
quaintances throughout the Province. 
The end of a long, busy and eventful 
life came on Friday night In New West­
minster, where he had been for the last 
six ’ weeks receiving medical attendance. 
When the announcement of his Illness 
was first made thrdugh The World It 
was stated that it was considered ser­
ious, and that he was a very sick man. 
Being of a robust constitution, well pre­
served for his age, an$ of great courage 
It was believed that he would conquer 
his ailment, which was that of the brain, 
consequent upon an attack of la grippe 
two years ago, from the effects of which, 
he did not fully recover. On Thursday 
Dr. Bodlngton, the deceased’s attendant, 
observed a decided change for the worse 
and on Friday morning he sent word to 
the family at Ladner’s Landing to come 
to town at once. They reached West­
minster at about i0 o’clock in the even­
ing and at once hastened to the bedside 
of their sick father, whose sands of Ufe 
they found to be fast ebbing out. To the 
very last he was quite conscious and 
perfectly resigned to his rapidly ap­
proaching end, which came ait 10:30 
o’clock, surrounded by his four sons, 
his son-in-law and members of their 
families. Mrs. Kirkland was too unwell 
to leave home. The remains were taken 
to Ladner’s this (Saturday) afternoon, 
and on Monday afternoon at 2 o’clock 
the funeral will take place from the 
family residence to Boundary Bay ceme­
tery. A loving, devoted widow, the part­
ner of a life-time, four son6, Herbert J., 
who is interested in the cannery business 
on the west coast, E. F. ^and William, 
who are working the farm, and E. L., 
Provincial assessor and tax collector, 
Mrs. McDonald, who is teaching school 
in the Interior, and Mrs. E. Huttipereon,, 
are left to mourn the loss of a devoted 
husband and a loving father, for whom 
general sympathy will be\ expressed in 
tl-ie, their hour of deep sorrow.

Deceased was a native of Beaston, near 
Nottingham, Eng., where he was born 
68 years ago. His relatives there were 
cotton manufacturers. When he was yet 
but a young child, seven years old, his 
parents with their family emigrated to 
Canada and settled in the township of 
Puslinch, counity of Wellington, where 
they hewed for themselves a farm out 
of the - forest. Mr. Kirkland’s father 
was a man of great ability and accom­
plished, and became famous as a farm­
er, stock raiser and educationalist. His 
family was an exemplary one, and being 
of more than average height and ability 
they too became well and favorably 
known. In the early fifties, with ex- 
Mayor Gowdy, of Guelph, John Kirkland 
became a contractor, devoting his atten­
tion principally to plastering. For a 
number of years he served as a coun­
cillor for the township of Puslinch, and 
afterwards in the town (now city) of 
Guelph. In 1871, being imbued With Hor-

no doubt, found that within the last 10 
or 12 years serious crimes, such "as mur­
der and suicide, have increased very 
much in our Dominion. One would infer 
from the figures that Canadians, as they 
grew older, were becoming worse in­
stead of better. But, as a matter of 
fact' high crimes among Canadians has 
really decreased. The murderers and 
suicides are nearly all from other coun­
tries, who make . Canada the scene of 
their murders and self-murders. As a 
rule, young cast-offs, who are sent out 
by their sorrowing parents to do better, 
because they are only disgracing the 
family at home and are incorrigible, are 
the ones who fill our prisons and perish 
at the foot of the gallows. The last 
eight or ten important murders, com­
mitted in Canada, were perpetrated by 
these gentry. Shortis, the latest develop­
ment of the tribe, the butcher of Valley- 
field, is a young Englishman who left 
his country for his country’s good, and 
so was the ^ucated young fiend who 
beguiled his fellow countrymen to come 
to Canada to learn agriculture and then 
slew them in cold blood. In nine out of 
ten instances the criminals are not ours. 
They are the “black Sheep” of respect­
able families, who, when they can en­
dure their scandalous conduct no lon­
ger, ship them off to the Dominion, the 
States, or to Australia. Sometimes the 
change of air and scene Improves them, 
but generally they go from bad to worse 
and if they kill nobody, they either go 
to Jail for housebreaking or robbery.

SMALLEY TO RETURN.
It is now a settled fact that George 

W. Smalley, the well-known corres­
pondent of tjhe New York Tribune at 
London, is to return to America, hav­
ing accepted the position .of corres­
pondent on the London Times in the 
United States. He will continue, how­
ever, to be a writer on the Tribune.
Quite recently it was reported that Mr.
Reid would retire from the manage­
ment of the latter, owing fo poor 
health. According to the story Mr.
Smalley would succeed him as editor, 
holding the position seven or eight 
years. By that time (Mr. Reid’s eon, it 
was said, would be old enough to suc­
ceed Mr. Smalley as editor, and would 
then take charge. Not long after the 
rumor was circulated Mr. Reid was 
compelled to relinquish his duties on 
account of ill-health, and he went to 
Egpyt. What position Mr. Smalley will 
hold on the Tribune staff when he ar­
rives has not been learned. Mr. Smal­
ley is one of the best known corres­
pondents. He has lived in England 25 
years, and is quite an Englishman 
and something of a Tory. He Is a 
graceful and polished writer.

What makes the Japanese who come 
to this city seem more than passing 
strange at first is that they have been 
brought up to know no decalogue.

ment of clerk of works and inspector 
on the building, a position which he held 
until it was completed. Then he bought 
some land at Ladner’s, which at' that 
time was a drug on the market, at 51 
per acre. He set to work Intelligently 
to improve his holding and succeeded in 
a short time in making himself financially 
comfortable. He afterwards acquired a 
large tract on Westham Island which 
turned out to be a valuable property. 
He was an unsuccessful candidate for 
legislative honors in 1882, 1886 and 1891, 
upon each occasion polling a very heavy 
vote, coming within a few of being, suc­
cessful. In 1885 he was president of the 
British Columbia Agricultural Associa­
tion, in which institution he was a lead­
ing member, and one of the most suc­
cessful exhibitors and prize takers. For 
several years he occupied a seat at the 
council board of Delta municipality, and 
occupied the Reeve’s chair for a term 
or two. He was regarded as one of the 
most progressive and intelligent farmers 
and stock raisers in the Province. In his 
herd are to be found splendid animals 
of the lordly Durhams, Herefords and 
Devons, as well * as the best breeds in 
sheep, hogs, horses and poultry. His 
life throughout was a most -exemplary 
one, and he died as he had always lived 

devout Christian and a full believer 
in, the glorious inheritance which awaits 
the righteous when the Dark River is 
crossed. His word was as good as his 
bond, and his sentences, generally few, 
were expressive and conclusive. He left 
a family who are a credit to their par­
ents, all well-to-do and in responsible 
ptsitione. He was a life-long and con­
sistent member of the Wesleyan Metho­
dist church. A fine musician by nature, 
as well as by training, he was leader in 
many musical entertainments gotten up 
for the benefit of that and other churches 
and religious gatherings.
