FOR CLEAN STATESCRAFT.

To the Editor of The Plant:
Dear Sir,—Will you kindly allow me 

space in your valuable columns for 
the following :—

Rumors of an election come to us 
from many sources, and it behoves 
the voter to consider well the candi- 
dates and what confidence he can 
place in them, but more particularly 
the principles those candidates advo- 
cate; because the man for whom he 
casts his ballot should be one of the 
utmost integrity and free to express 
himself according to his conscientious 
convictions; for, speaking generally, 
the principles advocated by the two 
parties in this country are easily dis- 
tinguished. The Liberals maintain 
that a tariff for revenue is best, 
while the Conservatives hold to pro- 
tection and to the building up of in- 
dustries, thereby furnishing occupa- 
tion for those employed and hence a 
home market for the produce grown.

Outside of the division of the par- 
ties on the tariff, a member of Par- 
lament should be allowed by his par- 
ty, and it ought to be the people’s 
wish, that he exercise his best judg- 
ment and vote on all other questions 
as his conscience dictates. But very 
different is the present member’s po- 
sition. Let him dissent from his par- 
ty on however so minor a question 
and what follows f The party whip 
goes to him and says in effect:

"Mr. Brown, what is wrong with 
you? An election will come around 
soon and what about the patronage 
for your county f It costs you some- 
thing to run an election and you 
can’t afford to pay all your own elec- 
tion expenses without our aid. Fall 
in line."

And he falls.
Now, that word "patronage" is only 

a polite word for saying, your friends 
must be helped into Tat jobs, or in 
other words, we have the spoil system 
running our country and it is fully 
as much in vogue as in the United 
States. There they say "to the vic- 
tors belong the spoils," Boys, fall in 
line and work for my election and we 
will turn out every Republican in 
county, city and township, etc., etc. 
And as you have been faithful, and 
according as you have controlled your 
neighbors, so will be your reward. 
Not only that, but money has come 
into the county wittingly or unwit- 
tingly to the candidates, as part of 
the patronage, which goes to the 
faithful to buy up those less inter- 
ested and who have no hope of a fat 
job. A few of the faithful handle 
this money, hence the party boss, 
who says who shall be customs offi- 
cer, county court clerk, post master, 
etc., etc. Or. perhaps a gentleman 
from a central point comes with the 
cash—a Cap Sullivan, perchance—who 
goes up and down concessions of the 
townships, or the alleys of towns, 
seeing whom he can corrupt.

Now these corruptors must have 
cash and the strings must be pulled 
to furnish them, lumber limits must 
be sold for a tenth of their value 
to a political hack-contracts must 
be let at double what the perform- 
ance thereof is worth. For instance 
a Shannon deal, or the lighting of a 
canal, afterwards boycotting of an 
auditor-general who does not conform 
to the spoil system. But these are 
minor deals that are only required 
for bye-elections. When. a general 
election comes on a Grand Trunk 
Pacific must be built. Contractors 
must be given contracts at 
very lucrative figures, with the 
understanding that they will 
"divvy up,," or divide with 
with organizers of the party—and 
thus the "machine" is kept oiled. Can- 
didates follow partly blindly through 
thick and thin, clean and unclean.

Deals are put through without the 
electors’ knowledge, that are a 
stench in an honest man’s nostrils. 
Capt. Sullivans or local bosses go 
about corrupting the electors by the 
profits derived from these deals that 
should go to the public coffers to re- 
duce taxation and debt.

And what of the civil service? It 
is now a dead letter. Not long ago 
I went to a reform member of parlia- 
ment and asked him if he would help 
me in getting a friend a job—the 
applicant was of good family and of 
the utmost integrity, and had the en- 
dorsement of two Reform senators- 
and the answer I received was, "No! 
If my brother—a Conservative and 
the meanest peanut politician a Re- 
former,—were after the same job,—no 
others having applied—I would be 
compelled to see that that politician 
got the job." Where are our civil 
service laws? Of what use are they? 
A "peanut politician" given prefer- 
ence over a man of integrity. It 
means in short while the Reformers 
are in power "no Conservative need 
apply” and I am told there are few 
or no Conservative clerks employed 
at Ottawa; now turned out for Re- 
former workers and those if any do 
remain there, are coerced from ex- 
pressing their opinions or forced to 
vote Reform. How absurd to say 
that a clerk performing his duty

TORONTO LIVE STOCK.
Deliveries of live stock were large, 

188 car loads, composed of 2000 cattle, 
3985 sheep and lambs, 1600 hogs, and 100 
calves.

In the shipping class of cattle, there 
was not a single good load of exporters 
at any price. There were a few odd lots 
picked out of some of the loads that sold 
for from $4.40 to $4.75.

As stated above, there were few good 
to choice lots offered, and for these the 
highest price quoted was $4.37%,which was 
paid by the Harris Abattoir Company. The 
other grades were much the same as on 
Tuesday, as will be seen by the sales 
quoted.

Deliveries of feeders and stockers 
were large. There were a few lots of 
good quality, and a large number of ill- 
bred mongrels from Eastern Ontario. The 
cattle of Ontario, judged by what is offer- 
ed for sale on this market, are deterlorat- 
ing during the past six years. It will 
be well for the Hon. John Dryden, minis- 
ter of agriculture, to come and view the 
rubbish that is being offered on this mark- 
et. Especially we would like him to see 
some of the bulls that have been used 
as sires, and are now being sold on this 
market at $1.75 per cwt.

There were a few lots of feeders, 800 
to (60 pounds each, that sold at $3.50 to 
$3.75 per cwt; some mediums, 700 to 800 
pounds each, at $3.25 to $3.50, and com- 
mon, 700 to 800 at $3.15 to $3.35.

Stockers, 500 pounds each, sold at $2.40 
to $2.00, and some stock bulls at $1.50 
to $1.75.

There were about 30 milch rows and 
springers offered, which sold from $30 to 
$51 each, the bulk going at $35 to $45 each.

Prices for veal calves have been firm 
all sutomer, with the exception of one or 
two markets. To-day they were firmer, 
as will be seen by the quotations of sales 
made.

The run was large but the demand i as 
good, and notwithstanding the effort to 
lower prices, they were all wanted at quo- 
tations given below.
