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IN ONE GENERATION.

Comparative Divorces Granted im Canads
and the United States,

During one generation of thirty-
four years—those preceding the year
1901—the divorces granted in Can-
ada numbered only sixty-nine. In
the United States during the same
period the number of divorces was
almost . seven hundred thousand. The
population of the United States has
averaged twelve times that of the
Dominion, while its divorces were ten
thousand times as m .

If divorces in the United States
dering the time mentioned had been
the same per capita as the Domin-
ion there would have been less than
two thousand in this country—re-
duced, in other words, by 668,000.

Where these figures reverseds-if
Canadians had outnumbered our di-
vorce decrees by ten thousand times,
relatively—would we' not be looking
upon our “Lady of the Snows’’ with
something of the regard bestowed
upon the Biblical scarlet woman?
Yet no especial opprobrium, nation-
ally speaking, has been attached to
our national laxity.

Here a trivial excuse, spider-webby,
in its validity, may serve as a pre-
text for separation. But in Canada
it is @ much more serious affair,
Only one cause, the Scriptural, may
be taken as ground for legal separa-
tion, and then the matter is not left
to the indifferent, insignificant weigh=
ing of a local justice of the peace, or
even to the courts; it is made the
concern of Parliament, both Houses
of which must pass the bill which is
entered by counsel in behalf of his
client.

In addition, a published notice of
intention to apply for divorce, giv-
ing name of applicant and accused,
with ground of accusation, must be
inscrted for six months in two news-
papers published in the applicant’s
residental town, as well as in the
Canada Gazette, the official Govern-
ment organ.

As a further bar the cost of se-
curing a divorce is so high that few
people of the lower classes can af=
ford it. ‘The fee varies mrdlnz to

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WOMEN'S CLUBS.

They Have Been a Potent Facter Im
ing Public Opini

Even without the personal enlighten-
ment that counts for so much women’s
clubs have been a potent factor in de-
termining public opinion. As organiza-
tions they have realized that “in pub-
lic opinion we are all legislators by
our birthright.” And in practice they
have found that they could actually
legislate by means of this power. Leg-
islative work is undertaken by all the
state federations in wrging and secur-
ing the passage of laws that dedl with
the conditions of women nnd children.
In Massachusetts, C cut and IlH-
nois the state federations have promot-
ed the passage of a bill giving joint
and equal parental guardianship to
minor children.

‘The juvenile court law has been se-
cured in California, Illinois, Maryland
and Nebraska. The Louisiana federa-
tion has worked successfully for the
probationary law, and in Texas an in-
dustrial school has been established.
Laws to raise the standard of publie
morality, to segregate and classify de-
fective and delinquent classes, to se-
cure the services of women as factory
inspectors, police matrons and on
boards of control, are other measures
for which women's clubs have suc-
cessfully worked.—Mrs. Martha H. D.
