Will there be a 
scarcity q-r will already advancing 
prices become so high as to prove a 
barrier to the seeding of land that baa 
been already prepared? In regard to 
this let me say that all our experi 
ments have resulted in bigger crops 
from well cleaned home grown oat, 
wheat and barley *eed, etc., than from 
the imported article. Many of our 
best farroeis realize this and have lor 
yuai* been growing their own seed, 
and the practice is gradually being 
laken up all over «tie Province. There 
are at least two additional reasons 
why this should be done dt the pres 
ent time—first, the advaucing prices, 
and second, the lact that'our eastern 
seed was well matured in 1914. ^vhere 
as much of the western crop, which 
may be purchased, was Irosted and 
will not germinate. It will nnques 
tionably therefore be belter practice 
for many farmers to put theirordinary 
oats through a fanning mill, or even 
eirt out the treat by I he old f.ishioned 
wind method, and use the oats so sel­
ected for seed, than to depend upon 
much imported seed which they may 
buy. For those who prefer purchaa 
ing it may not be amiss to call at 
tention to advancing prie»* which in 
all likelihood will go still higher.

In St. Peter's at Rome last Sunday 
Pope Benedict intoned a prayer for 
peace. The prayer waa also read in 
all the Catholic Churches of England 
and France. A Eiench cardinal, 
however, presiding over the cere­
mony in Notre Dame Cathedral in 
Paris, declared that the ‘the peace 
which the Pope desires will not be 
signed nntil all the wrongs with 
which the war that is raging Is at- 
tendid are righted, and that can only 
be through a victory for our arms and 
those of our Allies.' So far, therefore, 
as French and British Catholics 
concerned, when they pray for peace 
they are also praying for victory 
which will ensure a lasting’ peace. 
Since the German and Austrian Cath­
olics are also praying lor peace with 
victory for their arms, the petition is 
not unanimous. Presumably 
cause of right and justice will prevail 
in the end, however much of discord 
there may be io the prayers 0/ men.

crops. But should the worst happen 
the man with a big family who grow* 
hie own flour need not worry very 
much abeut food supplies, and In so 
far a* no western flour will be re­
quired to supply hie needs, be will 
save that much for the armies qcroa*_

There are d-ITicultlee in the way. 
There is abundant* of need In some 
counties, A-itlgonlsb, Pictou and 
parts of Co'cheeter and Cumberland 
for instance, but in many counties 
there Is none. If. however, we had 
the means of knowing bow much seed 
will be required, it would not be dif­
ficult to take measures which will In­
sure an ample supply.

Then there ie the difficulty in some 
counties of getting the wheat ground, 
and this must receive prompt alien 
tloo. In regard ;o this matter I ran 
only say that tbhr- problem has been 
carefully considered by the govern­
ment of Nova Scotie and I may add 
that should the wheat bs grown this 
government is prepared to take tut-aa- 
urea to assist farmers in those parts 
of the province remote from milia to 
get their wheat ground. Several pol­
icies to facilitate this have been re­
commended Renders of tble letter 
can help in deciding upon the beat 
policy by discussing the matter and 
bringing I be résulta of their délibéra 
tlone to oar attention.

German Frenzy. Store.\ It is clear that Germany has decided 
to disregard the rules of civilized war­
fare which have been accepted by the 
world for many years, and that io her 
frenzy she will strike right and left, 
aiming only at the destruction of any 
thing and everything that is British 
Such a coarse cannot have any other 
effect than to still farther alienate the 
sympathy of neutral countries, and 
is made very clear by the expressions 
of feeling in the press ol the United 
States. The greater the German dis 
regard of the rights of non combatants 
and of neutrals, and of treaty oblige 
Hone, the worse It will be for herself, 
not only during the war, bat when 
the day of settlement arrives. Pros 
sien militarism stands revealed in all 
its nakedness os the hideous thing it 
Is, the gravest menace of modern 
times to human liberty and progress 
None would have believed a year ago 
that the German nation would have 
made each a revelation of Itself, or 
sunk so low In the world’s estimât Ion. 
The developments from week to week 
make It all the more neceseery for the 
people of the British Empire to rally 
around the flag that stands for nat 
ional hono» end the protection ol the 
rights of the smaller nations, and 
steadfastly pursue this war until a 
complete end overwhelming victory 
has been achieved.
