I did hope, whea
that large proprietor, Mir. Guovard, con-
sented to sell bis estaté, that there would
be litule difficulty in procaring the consent
of the rest, especially us they are nearly
all small proprictors ; but, to my sur
prise, 1 find they are otiff aod uo-
willing to sell, so lh::r{ suppose this
land guestion is fb be an everlasting sub-
ject before the politicians of this Colony.
