The computation should in 
general start with an estimate, first, of the 
gross annual produce, and, secondly, of the 
full commercial rent, according to the rules 
observed by the best professional valua­
tors. From this last should be deducted, 
as a rule, any portion of the annual value 
which is found to be due to improvements 
not made or acquired by the landlord. :..

Full encouragement is not given to a 
man to undertake a work of any kind where 
the returns of his undertaking, whether or­
dinary or extraordinary, are not secured to 
him. It has been urged that Irish tenants
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ture of the tenure of land, the character, 
scope and effect of the land laws, say in 

j their report :—
A thorough and very general change in 

the system of land tenure seems imper­
atively required; such a change as shall 

bring home to the tenants a sense of se- 
icurity, shall guard them against undue in­
creases of rent, shall render them no longer 

!liable to the apprehension of arbitrary dis­
turbance and shall give them fall security 
for their improvements.
.The principle which we adopt as a guide 

is that partially embodied in the Land Act, 
of giving legal recognition to the existing 
state of things. It appears to us that the 
conditions under which land has been held 
by yearly tenants in Ireland have been such, 
that the occupiers have, as a general rule, 
acquired rights to continuous occupancy 
which, in the interests of the community, it 

hie holding, either direeuy by ejectment, 
or indirectly by the raising of his rent, at 
the discretion of the landlord. The land­
lord’s right to eject should, we think, be 
limited to certain stated cases; and some 
way should be provided for the determina­
tion of the fair amount of rent to be paid in 
cases of dispute. The legal effect of these 
changes may be described as amounting to 
the enlargement of the tenancy from year to 
year into a new, kind of statutory tenure, 
defeasible only upon decree of the Land 
Court, for the breach of certain well ascer­
tained conditions, and held subject to the 
payment of a rent, the amount of which 
should in the last resort be fixed, neither 
by the landlord nor by. the tenant, but by 
one constituted authority.

To these two concessions, commonly 
spoken of under the names of fixity of 
tenure and fair rents, that of a right of 
free sale has usually been appended. This 
also, on the same principle of recognizing 
the existing condition of things, we think 
it expedient to establish. In a word, so tar 
as concerne yearly holdings within the 
Land Act of 1870, we advocate the reform
