At this time of almost universal 
suffering, dearly beloved let us 
by the exercise of fervent piety 
gather more closely to the heart 
of our Blessed Saviour. In view 
of the sorrow which so many 
signs of dissensions and bitter 
hatred must cause to His Sacred 
Heart, let us console Him by a 
more scrupulous fidelity to His 
commandments, and a more exact 
observance of the requirements 
of christain charity and brotherly 
love. Our divine Lord desires 
that all Christains should be unit­

ed, forming “one body and one 
spirit”. We are brothers, He 
tells us, having but one and the 
same Father. “Call none your 
Father upon earth; for One is 
your Father who is in Heaven" 
(XXIII. 9). He tells us that 
whatsoever we do to our brother,
He will consider as done to His 
own person, “Verily I say unto 
you , in as much as you have 
done it to one of these my least 
brethren, you have done it to me” 
(Math. XXV. 40). Brotherly 
love requires that we live in 
peaqeytiyl concord. Let ns, there- 

' ‘fore,-pKfcpestly Beseadh Almighty 
Gon to have pity upon His suffer­
ing children, and to put an end 
to the present hostilities, and the 
enormity of misery and misfor­
tune which they have caused. 
Each morning, in the holy sacri­
fice of the Mass, may the pastor 
and faithful unite in the recita­
tion of the prayer for peace, 
“Deus, a quo sancta desideria”, 
to obtain from God the restora­
tion of concord among princes, 
and harmony to the christain 
world. At the same time, dearly 
beloved, let us not be undmind- 
ful of our Country’s welfare which 
is so deeply involved in the out­
come of the present struggle. Let 
us pray God to protect her, to 
grant her victory over her enemies, 
and the triumph of the principles 
for which she is battling.

Notwithstanding its awful 
consequences, war when engaged 
in for just and weighty reasons 
is not unlawful. In the present 
instance the rulers of our Empire 
earnestly endeavoured to avert 
war, and entered upon it only in 
defence of our Country’s honor 
and plighted word. In doing so 
they have justly relied upon all 
loyal subjects of the Empire to 
give them every possible assis­
tance. It is to us a source of 
pleasure to know that in our 
diocese their appeals have met 
’with a most generous response 
The Church has always taught 
her faithful children loyalty to 
their respective countries, and 
obedience to their lawful rulers, 
whom we must regard as invested 
with the authority of God, “Let 
every man be subject to higher 
powers, for there is no power but 
from God, and those that are, 
are ordained of God, therefore he 
that vesisteth the power, resisteth 
the ordinance of God. And they 
that resist, purchase to themselves 
damnation”. (Rom. XIII. 1-2).

In lending aid to our country at 
the present time, dearly ' beloved 
let us be actuated not merely by 
sentiments of human patriotism 
but by the higher and nobler 
motives of conscientious fulfill 
ment of our duties as Catholics 
and as citizens. Mere human 
patriotism which finds vent 
many words and passionate utter­
ance is not always an ennobling 
sentiment. It may at times 
degenerate into an “enlarged 
egotism”, and in mixed communi­
ties "it has ever been the fruitful 
source of prejudice, dissension 
and race hatred. Incomparably 
more elevating would be the 
motive of obedience and loyalty 
to God’s authority vested in our 
rulers. “Wherefore be ye sub­
ject not only for wrath but also 
for conscience. s»ke”. This high- 

lasting city er m°tivei supernatural in its 
origin, perfects and ennobles the 
natural sentiment of love of 
country, and imparts to it 
stability, in which it would 
otherwise be lacking. Let us 
therefore in conscientious fulfill­
ment of our duty as citizens aid 
our country by our prayers as 
well as by our generous gifts. 
Let us pray in particular for our 
fellow-countrymen, among whom 
are not a few of our beloved sons 
in Christ, who have bravely left 
the comfort of their homes to ex­
pose themselves to all the-dangers 
and hardships of the battlefront. 
May God grant them grace and 
strength to perform their ardu­
ous duties with christain courage 
-and fortidude, and should the 
supreme sacrifice of their lives be 
demanded, may they be well and 
properly prepared to meet the 
Omniscient Judge who will 
render to every one according to 
his works. In your Christian 
charity, dearly beloved, be not

be offered up for his slain com­
rades, “and making a gathering, 
he sent twelve thousand and 
drachms of silver to Jerusalem 
for sacrifice to be offered for the 
sins of the dead. It is therefore 
a holy and wholesome thought to 
pray for the dead, that they may 
be loosed from their sins.” The 
human heart easily touched in the 
actual presence of affliction, often 
grows eallous in the face of re­
peated and distant calamities. It 
may be that thousands of our 
brethren in Jesus Christ who 
have offered up their lives for the 
welfare of their Country are for­
gotten or neglected by their 
fellow christains at home. Let 

therefore pray to God for 
them that He may let His per­
petual light shine upon them, 
and grant them to rest eternally 
in peace

Notwithstanding, dearly be­
loved, the many reasons for sad­
ness which we must find in the 
fact that our country has been 
plunged into a cruel and des­
tructive warfare, the past season 
has not been without its con­
solations. By the mercy of God 
and with the generous co-opera­
tion of clergy and laity satisfac­
tory progress has been made in 
the construction of our Cathedral. 
The exterior of this vast and 
beautiful edifice is completed. Its 
pacious crypt has been furnished 

in such manner as to meet the 
mmediate requirements of our 

congregation. This has not been 
done, however, without contract­
ing a certain amount of debt, 
which we feel must be paid off 
before we undertake the interior 
decoration. We would therefore 
request you to forward, as soon 
as possible, the amount of your 
parish assessments. A delay 
would not only cause us con­
siderable inconvenience, but the 
accumulation of assessments 
would render your own task all 
the more difficult.

Other sources of consolation 
have been the completion of our 
Episcopal Residence, which we 
desire all the Clergy while in the 
City to look upon as their home, 
and the construction of St. 
Vincent de Paul Orphanage. 
This orphanage, we are proud to 
state, we owe principally .to our 
Clergy. It was their generous 
personal subscriptions that enabl­
ed us to undertake this charitable 
work of providing a home for the 
orphan children of our diocese; a 
work which must be pleasing to 
Him who has said “suffer the 
little children to come unto me. 
for such is the Kingdom of 
Heaven.”

1. The use of flesh meat is 
permitted on all Sundays without 
restriction.

2. The use of flesh meat is 
itted at one repast only on

s’ Tuesdays, Thursdays 
and Saturdays, Embsgt Saturday 
and Blaster Saturday excepted.

3. The use of am mal-fat, lard, 
suet, dripping, etc., is permitted 
in cooking at all meals, except­
ing on Ash Wednesday an Good 
Friday.

4. Flesh meat and fish are 
not allowed at the same meal.

5. The time. for the fulfill­
ment of the Blaster duties is pro­
longed in this diocese by dis­
pensation, beginning on Ash 
Wednesday and ending on Trinity 
Sunday, inclusive. All the faith­
ful are earnestly exhorted to 
fulfill with proper dispositions 
the great duty of their Pascal 
Communion, rendered obligatory 
by the command of the Church.

6. All are exhorted to enter 
into the desires of the Church 
in sanctifying the holy time of 
Lent, to make this season a 
period of more fervent prayer 
both at church and in their 
families; to give more prompt 
and generous aid to the poor; to 
make more frequent acts of pri­
vate and voluntary mortification, 
in order to conquer sin and over­
come evil habits.

This pastoral shall be read in 
each Church of this diocese by 
the Pastor, or priest delegated by 
the Pastor, on the first- Sunday 
on which divine service is held 
therein after its reception.
