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My. Brew’s Votes iu Parliament
We give a tew more instances of 

Mr. Drew’s reckless voting in Parlia 
ment in connection with the passing 
of the Pacific Railway Bill, a measure 
involving the expenditure of over 
one hundred millions of dollars by 
the Government of the day and with­
out any check or restraint whatever 
from Parliament or the people.
Tim GOVERNOR IN GÔÜNCIL TO CREATE THE 

COMPANY.

Hon. Mr. Mackenzie moved,: — 
“That the said resolutions be not now- 

read tho second time,but that they be re­
committed to a Committee of the Whole, 
with instructions to provide that all pro­
posed contracts before being entered 
upon, shall be submitted to, and receive 
the approval of Parliament,—and to ex­
punge that portion which authorizes 
the Governor in Council to charter a 
Company to construct this Railway, 
without the sanction of Parliament.”

This was defeated by Y eas 39, Nays 
82 ; and among the Nays was Mr. 
Drew.

FREE GRANTS IMPOSSIBLE.

Hon. Mr. Mackenzie moved in 
amendment :—

“ That the Bill be referred back to the 
Committee of the Whole with instrue 
tions so to amend the same as to pro­
vide that actual settlers may enter upon 
any unsold or unoccupied lands belong­
ing either to the Company to be entrust­
ed with the construction of the Railway, 
or to the Government hi the alternate 
blocks reserved, on terms and conditions 
to be made ; which terms and conditions 
shall be subject to the approval of Parlia­
ment ;—and further to prôvide that noth­
ing therein contained shall prevent pro­
vision being made for setting apart a 
portion of the land reserved by the Gov­
ernment, in the alternate blocks or else­
where, as free grants to actual settlers.”

Tltis was defeated by Yeas 33,Nays 
101 ; and among the latter was Mr. 
Drew. One of the great objects of 
the construction of this road is to 
havethe northwest rapidly filled with 
settlers, but the Government'scfheme 
makes free grants impossible and Mr 
Drew backs them up in their gross 
mistake.

PARLIAMENTARY CONTROL ABDICATED.

<>h June 1st, upon the motion to 
read the Bill a third time, Hon. Mr. 
Wood moved in amendment :—

“ That the said Bill be referred back 
forthwith to thé Committee of the Whole 
iu order to amend the same, so that so 
large a sum as $30,000,000 of money ,and 
so large a quantity of land as 50,000,000 
of acres shall not bo at the disposition of 
the will Of the Governmént of the day ; 
and that the said money and lands shall 
only he disposed of by specific annual 
votes of Parliament from time to. time 
given, as shall seem to Parliament right 
and proper, so that Parliament shall not 
be divested of its most important con­
stitutional function, namely : control 
over the the public expenditure of the 

.country.”
This was defeated by Yeas 33,Nays 

100 : and among the latter was Mr. 
Drew. A few months ago the late 
Government of Ontario usurped the 
functions of Parliament to the tune 
of 1,500,0:0 dollars, but what 
was that to 30,000,000 of dollars and 
fifty million acres of land. Ontario 
punished the little usurpation and 
will do her part towards exacting 
justice in the greater one.

CONTROVERTED ELECTIONS.

Hon. Mr. Dorion moved, and Hon. 
Mr. Holton seconded :—

“ That tho bill be now rc-conimitted to 
a Committee of the Whole House, for the 
purpose of amending the same by provid­
ing that all contested Elections .slmlfbe 
tried and decided by Courts of Justice as 
local Elections in Ontario and New 
Brunswick, and Municipal Elections in 
the Province of Quebec, are tried.” /

This was defeated by Y eas 50, Nays 
80: and among the latter was Mr. 
Drew. This measure had been 
adopted unanimously in the Local 
Assembly, and it has given entire 
satisfaction to the country in its op­
erations, and when we mention that 
such men as John Hillyard Cameron 
and the Hon. Mr. Irving, Attorney- 
General of Québec, both strong sup­
porters of the Government, voted 
and spoke in favour of the princi­
ple last session, we can easily un­
derstand that Mr. Drew’s only motive 
in voting as he did was to prevent an 
honest enquiry into the election 
frauds of his own Riding and others.

THE TÜPPER-BICNAIS SCANDAL.

On the 4th of April,'*1871, Mr. Mac- 
-kenzie, ponded by Hon. Mr. Dorion. 
moved :—

•“ That it Uppears from the statement 
iuf.de to this House by the Hou. Charles 
Tupper, C.B., President of the Council -, 
that on the olst day of March last, a 
hill was depending in the Legislative 
Council of Nova Sootia for the- dis­
franchisement of Dominion Officials at 
Nova Scotia Elections, and that the vote 
of tho Hon. James McNitb, a member of 
the said Council was material to the de­
cision of tho Bill, and that the said Hon. 
Charles Tupper was desirous that the 
Bill should be defeated ; and that on the 
said day he received a Telegram from 
Halifax, as follows:—1 Hon. Mr. McNab 
votes to-day for Disfranchising Bill. Can 
you guarantee Peter an Office, if his fa­
ther ispntright, A. Wickwirc ;—to which 
he replies as follows:—* Your Telegram 
received. Anything Hill engages to do, I 
will carry out.—Charles Tupper.’ And 
that in pursuance of the said Telegrams 
in order to secure the vote of the said 
Hon. James McNab, an Office in the Do­
minion Service was offered to the said 
Peter McNab a son of the said James Mc­
Nab.

“ That in the Opinion of this House the 
conduct of tho Hon. Charles Tupper in 
proposing so to exercise the patronage of 
the Dominion Government, as to influence 
tho action of the Local Legislature of 
Nova Scotia, was a flagrant violation of 
the laws of public morality, and calculat­
ed, if unrebuked by Parliament, to inflict 
deep disgrace on the country and its in­
stitutions.”

This was defeated by Yeas 51,Naÿs 
93; and among the latter was Mr. 
Drew. He attempted to deny this 
vote at Teviotdale lately, but when 
fairly cornered by Mr. Stirton, admit­
ted that such a vote had been given. 
Here we have Dominion patronage 
used to control local legislation of­
fered without any enquiry that thère 
is a vacancy 6r that the candidate is 
fit for the position, inasmuch as Dr. 
Tapper declares anything Hill enga­
ges to do I will carry put. A more 
glaring outrage on public morality 
can scarcely be imagined, and yet Mr,

Drew, justifies thè whole thing by 
stating that as no appointment was 
given to young McNab the whole 
thing was right, or in other words, 
there is no harm in trying to com­
mit a crime as long as you don’t com­
plete the operation.
