Reference 
is made to the continued prosper! t ■ 
of our noble Dominion, since the coiV 
summation of Confederation, which 
.had the effect of forever burying the 
many grevious differences existing 
between the upper and lower sections 
of this Provincè. When we recollect 
how strenuously Upper Canadian^ 
demanded representation by popula­
tion, and failing in this Dissolution of 
the Union, and how bitterly Lower 
Canadians denied us the boon, we 
may well rejoice with the people and 
with Ilis Excellency' to find that by 
the Act of Conl©deration these and 
othër difficulties have been se 
and we nowr work hand in hand for 
the advancement of our beloved 
Dominion. Although ve admit that 
lull* justice was not done Upper Can 
ada by this Act, yèt we accepted it, 
and have no cause to regret our hav­
ing done so.

Reference it, also made to the fact 
that we have now the administration 
of‘our local affairs in our own hands, 
and, consequently, our revenue has 
enabled us to accumulate a surplus 
of over four million of dollars. When 
we consider the large amount of 
money spent in aiding our new rail 

■ jiviiy enterprises, the establishment 
^of hoin.es lor the poor and the afflict, 

ed, and other public works and im- 
movements, we have cause to con- 
'gratulate ourselves upon* the healthy 
etate of our‘finances. We feel that 
we have a Government now at the

.with wis'dom uiid^U'ility.

The debts owing to the Municipal 
l.oan Fund, no doubt, will required
