Russians Massing Huge Force on Oku’s Left to Start
a Decisive Conflict.

Czar Receives Workmen’s Deputation
In Imperial Palace at Tsarskoe=Selo

KDROPATKIN’S GREAT 6DNS SHELL JAP LINES
Gen. Oku's Headquarters, Jan. 2T. — 

Noon.—Via Tien Tsin. Feb. 1.—Delayed 
in Transmission.—After three months' 
inaction there is now a prospect that 
the armies of Gen. Kuropatkin and 
Field Marshal Oyama will soon join in 
what will likely prove the greatest bat­
tle of the war. For some days past 
the Russians have been quietly mass­
ing troops on Gen. Oku's left, evident­
ly preparatory to an attempt at a 
turning movement. For three days past 
a heavy artillery fire has been kept up 
by the Russians on Gen. Oku's left, 
running today near the center. The 
Japanese have not replied to the can­
nonade, awaiting an attack by the 
Russians, who have been heavily re­
inforced. It is believed now that they 
have numerous divisions along the 
Shakhe River.

The Japanese force also has been in­
creased, and everything now seems 
ready for the greatest conflict yet re­
corded in the history of the present 
war.

The move on the part of the Rus­
sians seems to indicate a desire to 
strike soon, in a desperate attempt to 
avenge the fall of Port Arthur. Prob­
ably the revolutionary outbreak in 
Ttussia has determined Gen. Kuropat­
kin to make a desperate effort to gain 
a victory before the outbreak in Rus­
sia becomes known to the army.

The utter failure of the recent caval­
ry raid by the Russians on the rail­
road shows the futility of further at­
tempts of the kind. With the ground 
so solidly frozen troops on the advance 
would have great difficulty in intrench­
ing to secure the slightest cover. The 
advantage of the situation would be 
entirely on the side of the army of the 
defensive.

With the thermometer at zero and 
the ground covered with snow, a bat­
tle when fought would be over a great 
plain, where the south sun can be of 
no advantage to cither side.

London, Feb. 1. — A dispatch to the 
news agency from St. Petersburg says 
Emperor Nicholas received a deputa­
tion of 33 workmen at Tsarkoe-Selo at 
3:30 this afternoon.

St. Petersburg. Feb. 1. — The retire­
ment of Interior Minister Sviatopolk- 
Mirsky was officially announced today, 
ill-health being assigned as the rea­
son. M. Durnovo, former minister of 
posts and telegraphs, becomes acting 
minister of the interior. M. Bouligp.ii, 
former governor-general of , Moscow,

seems most likely to be Prince Sviato- 
polk-Mirsky’s successor, but no deci­
sion has yet been reached. The gos­
sips are saying that Emperor Nicholas 
has offered the portfolio to M. Witte, 
president of the committee on minis­
ters.

Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky's desire to 
retire had been known for weeks, hut 
the manner in which it was announced 
was unusual, the retirement of a min­
ister being generally accompanied by 
an imperial rescript. For this reason 
the form of the announcement is pop­
ularly accepted as a reprimand. Among 
the extreme reactionaries and even 
among some of the more moderate 
conservatives, Prince Sviatopolk-Mlr- 
sky has been H, ncd for having from 
the very outset ,f his career encour­

aged all sorts of liberal aspirations, 
which being impossible of immediate 
realization, brought the present storm 
about the head of the Government.

This Is Significant.
St. Petersburg. Feb. 1. — It is ex­

tremely significant that following on 
the heels of the Associated «Press in­
terview with Grand Duke Vladimir, 
yesterday, M. Souvorlv., editor of the 
Novoe Vrcmya. in that paper this 
morning comes out strongly in favor 
of Semsky Sabor (old land parliament), 
which he declares will not only main­
tain, but will strengthen the autocracy.

Sir William Ramsay' has made ex 
pertinents on the strength of' which 
he says in a formal report:

"There is no doubt that Snell has 
proved that gold can he profitably' ob­
tained from sea water on a large 
scale, and the amount of gold obtained 
is so largo that whether the cost of 
treatment is $20 per ton or even the 
outside figure of $40 per ton, which it 
could not exceed, it would not make 
much difference.”

One of the assistants of Ramsay is 
D. Littlefield, who goes further than 
his chief, and in a report to the share­
holders is quoted as saying:

“As far as I can see it only remains 
for you to say how much gold you 
want per day and it can be produced.
I would not advise that you put down 
enormous works in one place, because 
1 think it might get out of hand, and 
I think it may' be best for you to split 
the works up into units. The cost will 
not exceed 10 per cent on the gold ex­
tracted, including interest on capital, 
management, etc. I have a few figures 
showing your forthcoming results on 
the basis of practical tests we have 
made.

“Supposing you are dealing with 
eight acres once per 24 hours, or, say', 
300 days a year, you would produce 
$720,000 gold. If you treated 20 acres 
this would produce $1.800,000. Suppos­
ing you deal with 400 acres it would 
produce a little over $35,000,000 per 
annum.

“These are enormous figures, are 
they not? And I notice one or two of 
you smiled when I mentioned that you 
could have as much gold as you 
wanted. It is quite practical. You 
can have, as you cannot help having 
with 400 acres, $35,000,000 worth of gold 
per annum in sea water, and it is only 
a question of putting down so many 
sets of works to increase your output 
up to what you want.”

According to the Daily Express, tile 
works to which Mr. Littlefield referred 
are those which the syndicate recently 
has acquired on the south coast of 
England. They consist among other 
things of two reservoirs, one of 20 
acres and the other of 8 acres. The 
area, with claims and sluices complete, 
adjacent to these works, will be about 
400 or 500 acr' The land has been 
reclaimed and ,1 that is necessary is 
to level and clear the land and put 
sluices in the embankment when it 
would be ready for the manufacture of 
gold.
