Teachers of physical culture say this 
may be entirely rectified by a very simple 
and easily performed exercise, that of rais­
ing one’s self upon the toes leisurely in a 
perpendicular position several times daily. 
To do this properly, one must be in a per­
fectly upright position, with the heels to­
gether and the toes at an angle of 45 de- 
grees.dropping the arms by the side. In- 
fating and raising the chest to its full 
capacity is a pari of the exercise, a pro- 
cess which the lungs soon begin to show.

To exercise all the muscles of the legs 
and body one must rise very slowly on the 
balls of both feet to the greatest possible 
height and then come again into standing 
position without swaving the body out of 
its perpendicular 1 ne. This will be the 
most difficult part of the exercise but 
may be accomplished by patience and per­
severance. After awhile the same may be 
tried first on one foot and then on the
