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opening only six feet deep shows a good 
body of ore from which assays running 
up to $234 and $410 in gold have been 
made.

Rossland, Oct. 25.—Mr. George Good- 
erham, the Toronto millionaire, and his 
son-in-law, Mr. T. G. Blackstock, ar­
rived last evening. They purchased a 
three-quarter interest last month in the 
Crown Point, They are spending large 
sums on machinery, but do not expect to 
send large quantities of ore to the smel­
ter before another year. •

The town is very much excited oyer 
the Jumbo mine.

Berlin, Oct. 31. — Throughout the 
week all Germany has been awaiting 
further indiscretions upon the part of 
Prince Bismarck’s organ, The Ham­
burger.
