That
would put goods into the Yukén ‘in ten
days as against two or three months as
at present. From Teslin lake the navi-
gation is quite feasible for light draft
river steamers with powerful machinery.

MAGNETIC INFLUENCES.

Information received in the marine
and fisheries department from various
gources appears to indicate that the mag-
netic viariation in the waters between
the'mainland of British Columbia and
Vancouver Island is changing much
more rapidly than is indicated by the
notes on Admiralty charts. When Mr.
Stewart surveyed . Vancouver harbor in
1891, he found the magnectic variation
to be 23 deg. 26 min. E., and the varia-
tion was set down as decreasing 1 min.
(one minute) annually. From recent
bearings taken by Capt. J. T. Walbran
it would appear that the variation at
Vancouver is now about 25 deg. E. The
magnectic variation shown on Admiraly
chart No. 580 at Baynes Sound is about
23 deg. 30 min. Recent observations by
officers of the Royal Navy indicate the
easterly variation at that place to be
more than 26 deg. Similiar reports from
other localities indicate a rapid and well
defined increase in the easterly variation.
Mariners are warned that they may find
the easterly variation throughout Brit-
ish Columbia waters greater than is
shown on the charts and are requested
to forward particulars of any observations
they may take for viariation to the chief
engineer of the Department of Marine
and Fisheries, Ottawa.

STOCK FOR THE YUKON,

Although it is not customary for the
Al-Ki to call at Victoria on her voyages
to and from-Alaska, she will be here
Sunday on her way north, for the ve
substantial reason that a shipment of gg
fat cattle and 15 head of horses for the
upper Yukon country awaits her. This
shipment of live stock, the most impor-
tant ever sent north from Victoria, is to
be taken into the Klondyke on specula-
tion, and will be accompanied to its des-
tination by a party of three Victorians.
It goes into the country via the Chilcot
Pass. The speculators in the venture
are Joseph Heany and Alexander Came-
ron. They are not prepared to say what
disposition they will make of their
horees, but the fat cattle they consider
will find rapid sale. The horses will be
of use in taking the herd into the coun-
try, as on such an expedition consider-
able feed will have to be packed along,
for which purpose the horses will prove
serviceable. That they too will find a
ready market, the promoters of the en-
terprise do not for a moment question.

A crass of twelve holders of certifi-
cates issued to successful competitors in
the first two schools of indtruction held
in the drill hall in this city was formed
at Fort Macaulay yesterday afternoon.
This course is for the purpose of com-
pleting instruction in the handling of
the guns mounted on this station, and
also in range finding.
