A .large deputation representing the
Lord's Day alliances of Victoria and

Vancouver waited upon the members
of the. provincial cabinet yesterday
afternoon for the purpose of advaneing

Dominion Lord’s Day Act in British
Columbia, ~W. M. Rochester, western
secretary of the organization, was the
principal spokesman, although short
addresses were delivered by the Bishop
of Columbia and others: The former,
after outlining in”amplified form the
claims of the members of the deputa-
tion and those .they represented in
regard to the ‘measure, submitted a
full statemént of their attitude. ~This
statement is in most part identical
with that of Mr. Rochester published
in. last Tuesday's issue. The con~
cluding portion is somewhat different
and is as follows:
General Considerations

“We beg to submit the following as
indicating that no' obstacle should be
placed in. the way of the Dominion
Lord’s Day Act being applied to Brit-
ish Columbia—

“ (a) In principle and in the general
scope of the act it unquestionably
reprasents the sentiment of Canada.

“ (h) Whilst there may be a dispo-
sition to condemn specific clauses of
the act, and certain interests may feel
aggrieved, it is' to be remembered that
for full four months the matter was
before the Dominjon parliament,, and
every interest had its opportunity to
be heard both before the committee
and the house.

(c) That in scope and principle, we
believe, this law represents the pre-
dominant. sentiment in British Colum-
bia; that the bulk of- all objections
to the act that have found public ex-
pression- have; been based upon ignor-
ance of its réquirements.”

“(d) That the particular sentimenis
attributed to many in British Colum=
bia, and the commercial and industrial
interests of the province, meet with
generous ~consideration" wunder ' the
terms of this enactment.

“ (¢) That a splendid opportunity,
we submit, 18 now afforded this legis-~
lature to strengthen the sentiment in
favor of an institution that has its
authority, not-from the Bible and the
church merely, but from natural law
and history, and whose waorth to the
nation, although inadequately con-
ceived by many, is nevertheless, in the
opinion of the greatest minds, real,
immeasurable and enduring.

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No Word on Behalf of Railway
Project Which Would Bene-
fit the Province

“What's up with the ‘Seolid Seven'?”
asked a prominent man in Victoria
finaneial circles, and a former member
of the Liberal executive, last night.
And he handed the Colonist the fol-
lowing clipping from a recent issue of
the Wall Street Journal:

“If Hudson Bay ports can be devel-
aped as export: points for grain and it
were feasible 'to  build ' railroads to
keep these poris going, it would be
an event of far-reaching importance.
All sorts of arguments pro and con
have been advanced as to the feasibil-
ity of constructing sueh roads. It has
in fact been stated that the Hill-Can-
adian transcontinental would find its
eastern terminus at Hudson Bay.

. “It has been contended that naviga-
tion is open there for at least six
months in the year; that the consiruc~
tion of lines to Hudson Bay and the
developmént of Hudson Bay ports as
export points for grain would greatly
echeapen rates on export grain, deflect
large shipments that now go through
the lakes, cheapen rates and make for
general advantage:all round,

. “The soundest’ opinion, however,
midicules the entire project. One of the
‘best -posted railroad men in the north-
west says: ‘Twenty years ago a line
pf railroad was projected from Win-
nipeg to Hudson Bay. It had substan-
tial backing for those days, and it was
believed that the project would go
through. ' In fact, part of the line was
built from Winnipeg northward for
seventy odd miles 'to Lake Winnipeg.
The reconnaissances, however, showed
that for about 300 or 400 miles south-
ward of Hudson Bay the nature of the
soil consisted of 'about six inches of
moss on the surface and below that
about four feet of ice for twelve
months in the year. The line never
went any further, So far as I know
meteorological conditions are the same
today as they were then. s

“James J, Hill, when asked if he in-
tended .to: make Hudson Bay the east-
ern teérminus of his new transconti-
nental line, said: - ‘Oh, yes, I think we
will cross Hudson Bay on pontoons
and make the terminus out in the
northeast end of Labrador. It is a
great country to ‘build railroads in.
There is no need for ballast and ties
will last a hundred years.””

What he said, in continuance, was
hardly fit for publication. Boiled
down, however, it amounted .to: this.
