Lighthouse Tender Manzanita
Brings United States Official
to Investigate Acetylene Gas
Buoys

TO INSTAL THEM
IN ALASKAN WATERS

To make Investigations regarding
the practicability of the acetylene gas
beacons used by the Dominion Gov-
ernment as aids to navigation in Bri-
tish Columbia waters for use in Alas-
kan waters, Dr. Henry 8. Pritchett,
chairman of the United States light-
house board, arrived from Seattle on
the United States lighthouse tender
Manzanita yesterday evening and left
this morning for a cruise through the
northern inland waterways of British
Columbja bound to southeastern Al-
aska. Investigations will be held en
route regarding the acetylene gas bea-
cons, manufactured by the Canadian
Government at Prescott, Ontario, and
used on this coast.

The United States lighthouse de-
partment has been for some time past
considering the use of the acetylene
gas beacons and buoys of the type us-
ed In local waters and several officials
have made visits to Victoria to seek
fnformation regarding them. The of-
ficer in charge of the Alaskan district
recommended their use two years ago
and following Dr. Pritchett’s report it
is probable they will be adopted.

,Dr. Pritchett said: “If the acety-
Jene buoys are found to be practicable
the board probably will use 'some
twenty or more between Seattle and
Lynn Canal. They will vary in size,
some rising eight feet out of the wa-
ter and others eighteen or twenty feet
above the ‘surface; ‘There will be three
kinds of these and our experiments on
this trip will determine which isj most
practicable for use. The experiments

. will last about three weeks.”

The Manzanita, a new vessel built
to replace the former tender of that
name lost in the Columbia River, had
her forward deck piled high with
bunker coal when she sailed north.
Capt. Byrnes is in command of the
vessel. Rear Admiral Sebree left Se-
attle on the steamer, but debarked at
Bremerton, where a call was made en
route.

THREE KILLED BY
BOILER EXPLOSION

Denver, Col., June 17.—Three per-
sons are known to be dead, one fatally
injured, 9 seriously injured, and 3 mis-
sing as the result of an explosion of a
200-ton boiler 'in the power plant of
the Denver Gas and Electric Company.

So terrific was the explosion that
the heavy boiler was thrown high in
the air. It crashed through the roof
of the plant and completely wrecked
the walls. The electric lights were cut
off for more than two hours, and the
city was in darkness. One of the first
bodies taken out was that of Joseph
Perri, aged 7, who was playing in the
alley behind the plant, and was crush-
ed under tons of debris.

The dead are: Joseph Perri, Harry,
the engineer; an unknown man. The

STRIKERS STAND FIRM

Japanese in Hawaii Get Promise of
Help From Outside—Some Pur-
chase Revolvers

Honolulu, June 17.—No reply has
been received by the Japanese strikers
here to the cabled appeal which the
arrested editor of the Jiji made to Am-
bassador Takahira at Washington. The
appeal claimed that the authorities en-
tered the office of the newspaper with-
out due process of law, and thereby
violated the treaty rights of the four
editors now under arrest.

A letter to Takahira setting forth
the steps taken by the higher wage
association and reciting the acts of the
authorities complained of in their
cabled appeal to the ambassador, will
be sent by the Alameda, which leaves
this port' tomorrow.

In response to appeals cabled to the
Japanese of San Francisco and Seattle,
replies have been received by the strike
leaders promising financial and moral
support. All of the messages said that
subsecriptions have been started. The
strike leaders declare that the arrests
have solidified the sentiment of the
strikers and the whole of the Japanese
community.

The Japanese retail merchants’ asso-
ciation have reconsidered their resolu-
tion favoring a return to work, and
now favor the prosecution of the strike
It is alleged that many Japanese are
buying revolvers with the avowed pur-
pose of reslsting what they term un-
authorized seizure.

BLIND

Helen Keller Sends Letter and
Leslie Oren Delivers an Ad-
dress in the Sign Lan-
guage

Columbus, O., June 17.—What is said
to be the largest conference in the in-
terest of the blind, in the history of
the world, was begun here -yesterday,
on the occasion of the opening of the
biennial convention of the American
Federation of Workers for the Blind.
Today Yoshimoto, special representa-
tive of the Emperor of Japan, delivered
an address.

A feature of the day was the reading
of a letter from Helen Keller in which
she urged the blind not  to quibble
needlessly over systems of prints, a
subject which has had a  foremost
place on the convention programme
for years, but to devote their time to-
wards solving the ultimate and more
important problem of how to prevent
blindness.

Leslie Oren, who less than ten years
ago was received at the state institu-
tion for the deaf, a helpless mass of
flesh, but who has made phenomenal
progress in education, despite the ab-
sence of sight, hearing and speech,
addressed the delegates in the sign
language.

- IN STEEL LISTING

Paris, June 17.—Since the fact be-
came known that negotiations were
being carried on, the campaign
against the listing of steel common
has grown steadily more formidable.
Certain papers denounced what they
termed the proposed “raid” upon
French savings and severely censored
the government for making any con-
cessions to the United States while
the hostile American tariff was pend-
ing. French steel interests helped
along the agitation by raising every

possible technical objection, especially

{ in the bureau of registration, where it
was contended subscription could not
legally be made by a third party, such
as the Bankers’ Trust Company, for
the introduction of changeable certifi-
cates, because when these were ex-
changed for steel shares it would be
tantamount to the introduction of
steel stocks without subscription.
The net result of the campaign, be-
sides raising every possible compli-
cation, has been to cause the fiscal
authorities who were favorably dis-
posed to the listing of steel common,
to retard their decision in order to ex-
amine and weigh the objections. The
negotiations consequently are likely to
be considerably prolonged. E

WAECK LUGKY
FOR THE
NATIVES

Officer .of Blue Funnel Liner
Brings Story From Colombo
of How Famine Was Avert-
ed on Minicon Isle

RICE LADEN STEAMER
WENT ON REEF

e

The steamer Antilochus, Capt. Keay,
of the Blue Funnel line, completed
discharging her freight for this port,
consisting of a thousand tons of gen-
eral merchandise, this afternoon, and
proceeds to Vancouver, for which port
she has as much’ freight as would af-
ford two full cargoes for average salil-
ing ships. The business being done by
the Blue Funnel liners for British Co-
lumbia ports is showing a steady
growth and on every steamer the con-
signments for Victoria and Vancou-
ver are far in excess of those for Pu-
get Sound ports,

The truth of the old adage that it is
an ill wind which blows nobody good
was illustrated anew by a story of the
unique experiences of a shipwrecked
crew, survivors of the British freighter
Duffryn Manos of Cardiff, brought
from Colombo by one of the officers of

i the Blue Funnel liner.

The Duffryn Manos was wrecked on
a coral reef off the island of Minicon,
four hundred miles distant from Co-
lombo, and five days after she struck
the vessgl had to be abandoned. The
steamer struck during the night and
when daylight came she was sur-
rounded by sampans, dinghies, etec,
and the natives assisted the crew to
lighten the vessel by taking away a
considerable portion of the cargo of
ricee. The wreck was providential for
them. There were three thousand na-
tives on the island and they were suf-
fering from famine, all looking half
starved and emaciated.

The rajah of the island set apart a
day of thanksgiving for the wreck,
and the warriors were summoned and
formed about the survivors of the
Duffryn Manos performing a native
dance in thankfulness for the wreck—
and the rice it held. The natives at-
tired themselves in all their finery,
beat tom-toms, and made the day one
of celebration. The shipwrecked com-
pany was afforded accommodation at
the police station, the officers.in the
court and the men in the prison, where
they were housed until "a salvage
steamer came, and after abandoning
the wreck took the survivors to Co-
lombo, one of the ‘ports of call of the
Blue Funnel liner, leaving-the natives
in possession of the cargo of rice
which . Providence had brought them
and a steamer which had been but two
years out of the builder's hands.

A man named De-
sautels also appears to have been
concerned in the business, acting as
brower. Sub-Chief Martin was puton
the stand in the afternoon, and it de-
veloped that he could not read. He
denied ever having received any money
or that he even knew that it was

be further investigated. The
firemen, unlike the police, on joining
were not compelled to sign a declara-
tion that they had not paid anyone for
the purpose of securing apointment.
Policemen could not have given the
evidence the firemen are giving with-
out committing perjury.

NEW ENGLAND RAILWAYS

Bill ‘Passed by Massachusetts Legis-
lature Gives New Haven Com-
pany Large Control

in New England, and as giving the
New York, New Haven and Hartford
railroad control over the Boston and
Maine railroad, with certain restric-
tions. :

The bill probably awill become a
law before the last ‘of the week. It
provides for the ineorporation of the
Boston- railroad “~holding company.
The new company is to be financed
by some railroad " cémpany, presum-
ably the New Haven, and is to pur-
chase and hold the Boston and Maine
stock now in the " hands of John L.
Billard of Meriden, .Conn., a director
of the Boston and Maine. The stock
cannot be resold unless by permission
of the legislature.

The bill gives the New ‘Haven com-
pany practical control of nearly three
quarters of the rallroad mileage in
New England, but with Massachusetts
supervision over part of it.
