her carcass is of no use for beef, while
the Devon, at the same age, in store
condition, renlizes say $30. But the
carcoss of the Ayrahire must not be
lost sight of altagether; it is not fair
to suppose that it is hauled into the
bush for crow feed, as is the practice
amongst most farmers. Such a car-
oass should contain 30 Ibs. of nitro-
gen, 35 1b. of phosphoric acid, and 28
lbe. of lime, besides small quantities
of potash and otber ash constiluents,
which at current prices, would bring
nearly 89 for the compost heap. Oredit
glso 84 for the hide.
