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THE NATIONAL POLICY MAINTAINED.

Whether the national poliz be really
popular or not, it is certain that the Do-
minion governmeut think it is, and are

. willing to risk their places on that opinion.

In the budget sppech of Friday last there
is not the slightest indication of ‘‘ weaken.
ing” on the question of protection, but
rather of carrying the thing out more com-
pletely than ever before. The speech is in
effect_an intimation to the country thai on
this policy very fully carried out minis-
ters have made up their minds to stand
or fall. Thereis something to challenge
public attention in all this; the central
fact which we point out is worthy of mugh
consideration. Let us glance briefly at o#r-
tain circumstances. There are many in-
fluential men, and newspapers not a few,
that have spoken well of the N. P.
in a general way, < and ' who think
that on the whole it has proved a
good thing for the country. Still, they
think that some of the details are wntg ;
they want several amendments madé.® A
good deal was said a year or two sgo
against the duty on coal oil, but that gry
‘has been stilled of late, we scarcely hear it
any more. The fact is that the duty re-
mains just what it was before, and that the
only difference is in the inspection test,
which has been made stricter, so as to
prevent dangerous oil being sold to the
public. The cry against the sugar duties
has pretty well quieted down, tvo, caused
doubtless by the fact thut sugar is really
cheaper now, and better yalue for the money,
than it was three years ago. Of all points
in -the tariff, the *‘bread tax” and the

“*co0al tax” have been the most objected to.

These imposts have been freely denounced
by many persons as the worst points in the
whole system ; and it has been contended,
even by people who “say they are in favor
of protecting manufactures, that there should
be no duty at all on either bread or icoal.
Now, it is a remarkable fact that the bud-
get speech gives not the least indication
that any idea of giving up these parts of
the policy is entertained by the govern-
ment, We shall best anderstand the ceniral
point and purpose of the speech if we read it
as an announeement that the produce du-

. ties and the coal duties are to be fiinly
maintained while ths present men : in
power. Evidently they believe that iuese
duties are working well, and that the
strength of the government lies in keeping
the policy intact, except to improve it and
carry it further. The specific duties on
cottons and woollens have also been parti-
cular objects of attack, bus not the least
disposition is shown to abandon them,
either. The country is informed, in sub-.
stance, that the government will not give
way an inch on the N.P.; even ¢n
those parts of it upon which the free traders
have made their strongest attacks, We
are not wrong in looking upon this. as the
central point and purpose of the speech, or
in inviting the public to take this view.
Whether the general election comes this
year or next, we can see that the govern-
ment mean to go to the country with the
N. P., unabridged, and unaltered except to
extend it. If they had thought it. would
improve their prospects to drop the coal
and produce duties, the thing would cer-
tainly have been announced the present
session. But evidently they think the N,

- P. the strongest plank in their whole plat-
form, and are prepared to stake their min-
isterial existence on its approval by the
people. :

+ The changes anuounced are all in the
direction of helping mannfacturs and
making the tariff more protective than be-
fore. The abolition of the tea and coffee
duties, and of the stamp duties, is a pro-
tectionist move forward. Oue principle in
the protectionist system is to do away as
far as possible with excise duties, which are
paid wholly by home interests, and which

" do not affect the foreigner except to help
him in competition. Another is to make
all articles free which we cannot produce,
and this applies to tea and coffee. A num-
ber of articles, used in manufactures, are
placed on the free list ; and the duties on
some othere are reduced. The boldest
move forward is the raising of the duty on
window glass from twenty per cent. to
thirty. As a consequence we shall
doubtless soon "hear of window glass

_ works started in Nova Scotia, where
coal is so cheap, and the factory at Napa-
nee will probably be enlarged. Scrap iron,
heretofore charged $2 per ton, will now be
admitted at $1 per ton, which is a eonces-
sion, though a small one, to the rolling
mills. A good round export duty on scrap
iron going out of the country would have
been a further improvement, but the gov-
ernment do not feel prepared as yet to
settle the iron question thoroughly and on
system, It is by far the most difficult
question connected with the tariff, and we
are informed that it is under consideration,

-

We may look upor it as certain that, should
the present government be sustained at‘the
next election, thére will be a thorough re-.
construction of the iron duties, on the basis
of encouragement to iron-making in Canada.
Or the thing may be attempted next year,
should the election mnot come before the
regular time, X

The speech is at once an announcement
to the country, in the sense we have stated,
and a challenge to the opposition. It
must bring Mr. Blake out on the subject
of tariff “policy ; we see not how he can
postpoue any longer making his position
on this question clear and definite before
the country. So far his exact position
thereupon has been a matter of dispute
among bis friends ; but, now, surely, it
will be placed beyond all doubt,

THE S00TT ACT.
The voting on the Scott act in 8t. John
resulted, after a month’s agitation, in a tie,
.each side having 1074 votes. One vote
more would have settled the vested interests
of the liquor traffic, a circumstance which
raises the question: Would it have been
just to imperil the livelihood of many peo-
ple, simply because those in the
community who desired a change out-
numbered by one man those who
were content to let things remain as they
were?  Suck a circumstance would have
shown in a strong light the confiscatory
character of the Scott act, and it is not un-
likely would have done much harm toa
cause with which all well-meaning men
sympathises. To des‘roy by a bare majority
the business of m 1, who have put their
money into it, and upon the
income arising from which their families
are dependant, seems hardly just, and
it may well be questioned if the Scott act
is not too drasticc A change in the law
requiring a majority of ane-third of all the
qualified electors would ensure ' that the
Scott act, where adopted, had a volume of
public opinion behind it which would assure
its being observed in letter and spirit. The
change would al.o put a stop to the trade
of the demagogue which has been plied to
much profit on both sides by men whose
zeal for the cause which they advocate
springs from the pocket and not from the
heart.

MR. MACKENZIE.

There is considerable discussion in the
pres8 regarding Mr. Mackenzie and his
relation to the liberal party. One journal
reports that be was not present at the open-
ing cauncus of \his party at Ottawa ; another
paper, a conservative one, eulogises Mr.
Mackenzie and” as much as invites him to
throw in his lot with Sir, John Macdonald.
That same paper says,—*‘ Mr. Mackenzie
cannot fail tonotice the delic* attentions.
the distinguished courtesy and singu-
lar politeness extended to him by
the first minister and Rideau Hall.”
It continues: ““We pay tribute to his
honesty, and compars his career of integrity,
with the glorious disinterestedness of our
great father of confederation.” The ‘‘great
father” is evidently Sir John Macdonald.

It is not likely that Mr. Mackenzie will
ever be found working with the conserva-
tives, but we can well understand that his
rélation to the liberals may be delicate and
that not a few may think that he was
deserted by his followers in evil days. The
chivalrous spirit manifested toward _the
members of Lambon rests on his personal
worth and on the fact that Canada has had
only two premiersand Alexander Mackenzie
is one of them.
