After the collision there was a genersl
stampede from both trains, Many of the
passengers jumped from the windowr, while

&xpress, - Every mortal pastenger and train
hand.on the down express escaped fotally
unhuet, How the ~baggigemen, rxpress
tiessepgers snd postal clerks on the two
traing escaped they will never know, The
baggsgeman of No. 8 was thrown ten fee*
from his car into the soft snow-bank .

The !nblic accounts for the fiscal yesr
ending June 30, 1882, contain some inter-
esting facts and figures, The expenditures
on capital sccount during the yesr amount
to 87,351,052 61. These expenditures have
been provided for by receipts derived from
the sale of dominion Jands to the extent of
$1 744,660 48 and by surplus revenues,
which, including psyments made for in-
vestments for several sinking funds, aggre-
gate $6,316,351 90,  During the year over
$4,000,000 of debt have been retired, but on
the other hand the dominion note circulation
has increased slightly over 81,250,000, snd
the balance at credit of depositors in the
government savings banks from $15,386,-
692 to $21,768,661 69, Through surplus
revenues and the redemption of the debt
the net debt o” the dominion has decreased
duriog the year $1,734,120 62, During the
year the gove'nment received ffrom the
Canads Pacific railway company s sum of
$4,600,000, being an equivalent of the pro-
ceeds of '5,0(1),000 of land grant bonds, at
92, out of which during the ssme period
the company earned $2,033 200 by construc-
tion of 221 miles of the prairie section at the
