““once complained of the people’s ignorant
impatience of taxation. - Sir Richard Cart-
wright truly said the danger in Canada to-
day is from ignorant acquiescence in taxa-
tion.” This admts the fact of popular ac-
(uiescence, at all events. The people may
be taxed, but if they do_not feel it they
may still be happy. With regard to taxa-
tion and money matters generally, there
is a certain very delusive kind of
happiness which sometimes obtains,
both with the individual in private
and with the nation in public affairs. There
may be a pledging of future income for
present expenditure, thereby making
things pleasant for a time, but involving
shortness of funds and perhaps a crisis by
and by. To all appearance the ignorant
acquiescence condemned by Sir Richard is
not of this character, at all events. The
allegéd extra taxation wrung from the
people is collected year by year. They do
not go in_ debt for it, but it is paid on the
spot; the custom house gives no credit. If
the people are fleeced, it is through no pre-
tence of letting them off easily now, in order
to come down heavily on them when some
future day of payment arrives. In the
N. P. style of taxation there is nothing of
the usurer’s system, no taking advantage
of present necessities, and so obtaining big
interest by postponing the day of pay-
ment, while all the time holding good and
sufficient secmity. That certainly is not
the way the N. P. imposition works, for it
draws cash down all the time. Aégd; a8

There must be a reason for the preva-
lence -of this *“ignorant” acquiescence,
though Sir Richard does not very fully en-
lighten us as to what it is and how it
works. The excessive taxation is indirect,
that may partly account for it, No tax-
gatherer comes round with his bill, but
the unfortanate inhabitant of a protected
country simply pays a per centage more or
less on everything he buys, and thus it
happens that he is comfortably fleeced,
without knowing it. How comes it that
there is so much comfortable acquiescence
about him, all the while that he is
being fleeced, or even skinned, as some
would put it? We can only answer that
the whole thing is done so comfertably
that he never realizes that he has been
fleeced at all ; in fact he feels better and
really is better after the operation. He
thrives on it, he gets fat on it, and sleeps
soundly in a whole skin, to the great
astonishment of Sir Richard and others of
his school.

But how does all this happen, how can
such things be? We ought to say it with
fear and trembling, perhaps, nevertheless,
we dare say it with confidence unlimited,
that the taxation which it is supposed
should fall wholly apon the Canadian con-
sumer, is to a large extent paid by the
foreign producer. Protection  starts
home manufactures, and +this. causes
foreicn manufacturers to lower their
prices. Throw theories to the wind, as
Macbeth would have thrown physic to the
dogs; we call upon five hundred business
men in Toronto to bear witness to the fact
that American manufacturers have dropped
their prices to Canadian buyers because of
our N, P. tariff. Let the Globe collect
testimony to the contrary, and publish the
same, if he can, The thing ““can’t be did,”
and probably the Globe knows it.

But if American exporters drop their
prices or give longer credits, or both, in
order to overcome our protective duties, it
is plain that they are paying these duties,
in part at all events.  No wonder that the
Canadian taxpaycr appears to Sir Richard
such a marvel of acquiescence. There is
taxation, to be sure, but what helps him
to acquiesce in it is that somebody else ap-
pears to be paying it, or the greater part
of it. Whdt he does know for a fact is
that he is getting the so-called highly
taxed articles positively cheaper now
ever got them before, in
Instance cotton goods and re-

fined sugar, two lines of manufacture in
which, according to the Globe, the N. P.
has established monopoly and high prices
in Canada. The cheapness of both articles
to-day is aStonishing; never before in this
country have we seen so many yards?f
good cotton or so many pounds of good re-
fined sugar for a dollar as are now to be
obtained. In some retail stores Amcritcan
cottons are to be seen, and they are of-
fered here, after paying the Canadian
duty, at retail prices below what the same
goods bring by retail on Broadway, in
New York. They certainly pay no duty
there; who pays the duty on them when
they are brought here ?

If it be true that we pay the duties
which our tariff imposes on imported
E..mh, how comes it that English and

American mannfacturers grumble so much
against them? . Admitting that we pay,
what odds to them? If we ave fools

enough to tax ourselves to our own injury,

they not paying a cent of the tax all the
while, surely they can stand it, let us suffer
as we may. But the real, bottom truth of
the matter is—that is not the way the
thing works. When we start manufactures
in competition, with protective duties as a
safeguard, manufacturers abroad have to
lower their prices to get into our market.
They do it, too, and to the extent that they
reduce their prices they pay our duties. Now
we are getting down to the common sense of
the matter. Taxation thereis toa certainty;
the custom house collects the money, and
the dominion surplus of three or four years’
aggregate shows it, But, strange as it may
appear to Sir Richard and the Globe, the
impatience under all this taxation is con-
fined to manufacturers abroad, while the
Canadian people are happy in acquiescence.
Thus we place the impatience and the ac-
quiesence, each where it ought to be, and
where it actually is, too. And, let us add
that it is not ignorance, but intelligence,
that is most conspicuous both ways.

Underground Wires.

“'The most feasible schemes for removing
overhead wires is to build subways under
the regular streets or sidewalks. This
would allow of inspection, repair and addi-
tions without any disturbance of the
streets, while it would furnish conditions
more favorable for the efficient working of
the lines than any manner of trench. Such
subways, built expressly for this purpose,
would doubtless be costly ; but if all the
companies engaged in electric service com-
bined in constructing them the expense to
each would not greatly exceed that of lay-
ing separate trenches. Moreover, there
would seem to be no reason why a portion
of the subway beneath the sidewalks of a
¢ity might not be used for this purpose
without any great inconvenience to the oc-
cupants of buildings and at a considerably
less cost than that necessitated by inde-
pendent conduits.

is necessarily much more costly than an
aerial one, and much less flexible to meet
the changing needs of an efficient eleetric
servicé. It would, therefore, be desirable
to retén the overhead wires in many cases,
and if#hey can be made comparatively in-
offensive, as they readily can be, there is
no sufficient reason for making war upon
them. ~As ordinarily arranged, the crogs-
seetion of a group of 120 wires is about six
by twelve feet. These can all be gathered
into a cable of less than an inch and a quar-
ter in diameter, and a number of thege
strung on light iron pol/ej_w‘m}g be neither
unsightly ner a g87se of danger. The tele-
phone ¢csipanies are now very generally
ﬁopting the cable system, and itis equally
applicable to the telegraph lines of every
variety.

Reciproeity in Lumber.

NEW YORK SuN: If there is any one article
which should be placed on the free list, it is
lumber., Everybody agrees in this with the
exception of certain manufacturers of lumber
in the extreme northern states. Mr. Morri-
son, nevertheless, proposes to retain the duty
upon lumber.
