It is a compara­
tively simple arrangement, the pedal board 
being only some four inches in height, the 
pedals working on reeds which are a part of 
tliis foot board, and the whole can bo 
attached to any organ of any make 
without injuring in the slightest degree the 
appearance of the instrument, by simply 
necting the pedal attachmont with the bellows 
by a rubber tube, and that even cannot bo seen. 
The advantage of this contrivance is obvious. 
It obviates the necessity of purchasing a pedal 
organ, and allows of the most intricate phases 
of organ playing being studied and rehearsed 
at home. The cost of the arrangement is com­
paratively triAiug, and it can be attacliodr.lo 
any organ in a few minutes.

One of their factories at 
Woodstock was burned lost February, but 
with the energy that has characterized thoir 
whole caroer they at once entered upon the 
work of rebuilding with such wigor, that In a 
few months the now works were complete and 
are now running with a capacity of twenty-Avo 
complete instruments per day, or 600 a month. 
Their fame has gone abroad, at tho Colonial 
Exhibition they took one order alone of 3500 
instruments. The Kara organs arc being sold 
in Japan, have entered Australia, where there 
are now hundreds of Karn organa, and sell in 
all European countries besides their enormous 
home trade.

A communication was read from City So­
licitor McWilliams, to the effect that there was 
no leral objection to the transfer of a part of 
the Morphy property on the Island and recom­
mending the committee to give its consent to 
such transfer.

A letter was read from Architect Denison 
objecting to the reduction by tbe committee of 
the appropriation for the Police Headquarters 
improvements from $4000 to $3000. and setting 
forth that the work cannot be performed for that 
amount.

The contract for the supply of coal and wood 
for the city public buildings was awarded to 
the lowest tenderer, T. McConnel. The prices 
are: 500 Lons hard coal at $0 per ton, 340 tons 
soft coal at $4.50,180 cords of hard wood at $4.50 
per cord.

The statement of expenditures on the altera­
tions on the east wing of the City Hall showed 
that $3716 would be required for this purpose.

Ottawa, Sepu 7.—In conversation to-day with 
reference to the statement that H.M. ships 
Canada and Tourmaline would not visit Mont­
real because they had been ordered to proceed 
to the Ashing grounds and assist the Canadian 
cruisers in the protection service, a prominent 
official of the Fisheries Department stated that 
he believed the statement was correct, as the 
Department was some time ago furnished with 
a copy of the instructibns issued by the Admir­
alty Office to the Admiral of the North Ameri­
can Squadron with reference to her Majesty's 
ships on the station co-operating with the Cana­
dian cruisers in protecting the fisheries. The 
Department has no means of knowing what 
action had been taken by the admiral on 
the instructions received by him, but it was 
considered most probable that the statement 
now made was correct.

.HOW THE BOARD IS RUN.

A Catholic Merchant's Emphatic Pretest 
Against Its Present Mode.

Editor World: The account In your issue 
of this morning of the Separate School Board 
meeting on Tuesday evening makes plain to 
our Protestant fellow-citizens, what has long 
been known by Catholics, the miserable man­
ner in which the Board's business is conducted 
and that the majority of its members are in­
capable of holding any public place. Many of 
u6 remember the very indifferent state of the 
Separate School Board and schools, when they 
were run by the late Bishop Janiot. The 
agitation which occurred about ten years ago, 
succeeded partly in breaking the clerical con­
trol of the board and its finances. For a time 
after, the men who composed the board and 
their work caused onlookers to think that in 
the matter of schools, Catholics of Toronto had 
at last awakened to their duty nnd would 
have honest and efficient administration.

Some seven or eight years ago commenced 
tho large influx of those uneducated, unfit and 
notoriety-loving parties, who now form the ma­
jority of the board. The kind had been there 
before but not .
with the besmirched reputation, the corner 
liquor grocery man, the pothouse politician, 
and like genus have since been the majority, 
and as the power above mentioned did in his 
day, they have of late years “run" the board, 
the Lord onlv knows how honestly.

The clerical influence on the board and the 
way it has helped to fill its vacancies in most 
cases have made men of education, ability and 
standing very chary of mixing with the muck 
thereon, so tliat ft is safe to say that the 
capable members could to-day be counted on 
the fingers of one hand.

We have not in Separate School elections the 
ballot, but we have the black robe at the poll­
ing booth door. The average Catholic votes as 
he is told for the man who has got the word 
from the “Grove." I do not think that In the 
face of this I am wrong in placing the blame of 
the present disgraceful personnel of the board 
at the door of Archbishop Lynch, who, if he is 
not entirely to blame for the past and present, 
could secure the ballot for elections, nnd stop 
clerical intimidation and influence before ana 
at elections.
